Prior to final plat the drainage report shall be approved.

The existing easement which presently provides access to Snow Heights Circle will be replaced by a connection to a blanket access easement. This easement shall be provided with the Final Plat in completing the Vacation action of Snow Heights Circle.

3. The development of the site (EPC Application #02EPC-001776 and 02EPC-01777, Project #1001081) shall be financially responsible for the following offsite mitigation requirements:

Dual lefts eastbound and westbound at the intersection of Eubank and Menaul along with a right-turn lane eastbound to southbound at the same intersection.

Final disposition shall be through the City Real Estate Office.
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5.
The vacated property shall be shown on a replat approved by the Development Review Board and the approved replat shall be filed for record with the Bernalillo County Clerk’s Office within one year.

Affected utility companies shall acknowledge the vacation by their signatures 


on the replat.
