On January 16,2003 the Environmental Plaruling Commission voted to approve I Project I 002 I 23/02EPC-0 I 149, 
of a Zone Map Amendment fi·om R-I to SU-I for R-T Uses zoning for the eastern portion of Tract 22-A-J, 
MRGCD Map 33, located on San Clemente Avenue NW, between 4th Street and the Alameda Drain, based on the 
following Findings and subject to the fo llowing Conditions: 

FINDINGS: 

I . This is a request for a Zone Map Amendment from R-I to SU-l for R-T zoning for the Eastern Portion of 
Tract 22-A- I, MRGCD Map 33 located on San Clemente Road, between 4th Street and the Alameda 
Drain. 

2. Thi s request furthers the applicable Central Urban and Estab lished Urban Goals and Policies of the 
Comprehensive Plan, specifically Section II.B.S .d and e, by proposing a change of zone that will provide a 
location, intensity, and design of new development that respects existing neighborhood va lues and 
provides for new growth where vacant land is contiguous to existing urban facilities and services. 

3. The request furthers the Transportation and Transit Goal of the Comprehensive Plan by proposing a use 
that may encourage increased use of transit along 4th Street. The request furthers Policy c of thi s section 
by allowing additional dwelling units close to a Major Transit street. 
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4. The request furthers the applicable goa ls and po li cies orthe No rth Va ll ey Area Plan by maintaining areas 
zoned for res idential uses (Housing I. a), ancl by help ing to stab ili ze res iclential zo ning unci land use in tl 'e 
North Valley Area (Zoning and Land Use Policy 2). Thi s requcst will not destabilize residen ti al zoning 
and land use in the immcdiate vic ini ty . 

5. The request does not contrad ict the applicab le goal s a nd policies of the Los Griegos eighbo rhood 
Development Plan , by proposing a land use and zoning that are genera lly compatible with the surrounding 
area. 

6. This request fulfill s the policy intent o fR-9 1- 1998, which establi shes an overa ll direction for the 
im plcmentation of the City' s growth pol icies. 

7. The rcquest meets the po li cies and criteri a of Reso lutio n 270-1 980, spec ifica lly Section 1.0.: the 
requested change is more advantageo us to the comm unity as arti cu lated in the Comprehensive Plan. 

8. The requested SU- I for R-T Uscs zoning gives the Environmenta l Planning Commission s ite plan contro l. 

9. An ill ustrati ve site development plan for subdi vis ion accompanies thi s request for a zone map ame ndment 
and should be the basis for any site development plans for the subject s ite. 

10. T he adjacent neighborhood assoc iation has requested that no vehicul ar access should be a llowed from the 
subjcct site to ei ther 3'd Street or Jupitcr Street in the adjacent Gard ncr Addition ncighborhood. Vehicular 
access to the site should be from San Clemente Avenue only. 

II. Thc ex ist ing irrigati on ditch, which runs a long the subject site's northern boundary with the Gardne r 
Addition neighborhood, should be maintained in its ex isting condition and functi oning as an irrigation 
ditch (dirt/unlined! uncovered). 

12. The adjacent Greater Gardner Ne ighborhood Assoc ia ti on supports the applican t' s revi sed request for SU- l 
fo r R-T zo ning. 

13. Mobile homes are not an allowable use in the proposed zone . 
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C O NDITIONS:

I . The illus trati ve s ite development plan fo r subdivision s ubmillcd with th is zone map amendment request a 
maximum o f 35 lo ts and sha ll bc the bas is fo r any site deve lopmcnt plans fo r the subj ect s ite . The 
submittal of site plans to the EPC sha ll meet a ll EPC zone map amendment conditio ns. A le tter sha ll 
accompa ny the submitta l. spec ify ing all modificati ons that have been made to the s ite plan s ince the EPC 
hearing, including how the site plan has been modifi ed to meet each o f the EPC conditions. Una uthori zed 
changes to thi s s ite pl an, including before or after DRB fina l sign-off, may result in forfeiture of 
approvals . 

2. A site development plan fo r subd ivision and a site development plan for building permit sha ll be 
submitted to and approved by the Environmental Planni ng Commission within six months o f thi s zone 
map amendment a pproval. 

3. 0 vehicular access sha ll be a llowed from the subj ect s ite to either 3'd Street or Jupiter Street in the 
adj acent Gardner Additio n neighborhood. Vehicul ar access to the site sha ll be from San C lemente 
Avenue only. 

4 . The existing irrigati on ditch, which runs along the subject site 's northern boundary with the Gardne r 
Additi on neighborhood, sha ll be maintained in its ex isting condition and location and functi on 
(di rt/unl inedluncovered). 

6. There shall be a minimum I O- foot separation between the res idences and the drainage easement. 

7. Accessory structures or shade structures as provided for in the R- I zone of the Zoning Code do no t requ ir{ 
admini strative review o f a site plan amendment.

Appea l to the City Council : Persons aggrieved with any detennination of the Environmental Planning Commiss iol 
acting under this ordinance and who have lega l standing as defined in Section 14-1 6-4-4.B.2 of the City of 
Albuquerque Comprehensive Zoning Code may fil e an appea l to the City Council by submitting written a ppl icatio 
on the Planni ng Department form to the Planning Department within 15 days of the Planning Commission's 
dec ision. The date the determination in question is issued is not included in the 15-day period fo r filin g a n appeal, 
and if the fifteenth day fa ll s on a Saturday, Sunday or holiday as listed in the Merit System Ordinance, the next 
working day is considered as the dead line for fi ling the appea l. The City Council may decline to hear the appeal i' 
it fi nds tnat a ll City plans, po licies and ordinances have been properly fo llowed. If it decides that a ll City plans, 
poli cies and ordinances have not been properly followed, it shall hear the appea l. Such appea l, if heard, s hall be 
heard within 45 days of its fi ling.
