We would like to request your consideration and approval of an Administrative Amendment to
the Current Site Plan for the facility located at 5441 Watson Drive SE. The area has been
developed under a Site Plan for Subdivision with prescriptive Design Guidelines. As such the
request to EPC was to have the approval of Site Plans delegated to a Mesa Del Sol Architectural
Review Committee (ARC). The Site Plan being amended was approved by that ARC on January
18, 2011. The City Project Number was 1006202.

The scope of this project is to create a manageable driving path for a bus to enter the existing
Sallyport. To allow for this routing a total of 13 parking spaces will be eliminated. The current
Site Plan contains 297 parking spacing including ADA stalls. The IDO requires 3.5 parking
spaces per 1,00 gross square feet of office space. Current parking requirements per IDO are 273
spaces. The reduction of 13 will leave a total of 284 spaces.

One end island will need to be created to protect the cars near the new bus travel path. This
island will include curb and gutter as well as landscaping with irrigation per IDO requirements.

Other minor modifications include relocation of a curb access ramp and the extension/refreshing
of an existing painted crosswalk.
