In accordance with the IDO application requirements for a minor amendment in Table 6-4-4 and Section 14-16-6-4(Y)(2), this project meets

all thirteen requirements listed below:

The amendment is necessary because of site conditions or user requirements that were not known, and could not reasonably
have been known, at the time the City approved the approval that is proposed to be amended, and that were not created by the
actions of the owner of the property.

The amendment does not increase or decrease the dimension of any standard beyond the thresholds allowed as minor
amendments pursuant to Table 6-4-4 (cumulative of any earlier deviations or amendments). There will be no impact on property
sethacks. No wall and/or fence condition will be constructed. The gross building floor area will not increase. The building height
will not increase and/or decrease.

The amendment does not increase the traffic accessing the subject property from local streets and does not increase or
decrease the number of through streets, sidewalks, trails, or trail connections passing through the property or connecting to or
designed to connect to abutting properties. The existing patio use and occupant load will remain the same as its current use but

will now be a covered condition.



9. The amendment does not require major public infrastructure or significant changes to access or circulation patterns on the
subject property.
10. The amendment does not change a specific condition attached by a decision-making body listed in Table 6-1-1 to a prior
development permit, approval, or plan for or including the subject property.
11. The amendment does not affect a property in an Overlay zone as regulated pursuant to 0, in which case amendments may be
granted per the original approval process for the Site Plan governing the site.
12. The amendment does not approve any land use that was not authorized by the permit or approval or that is not allowed by right
on the subject property.
13. The amendment does not expand a nonconformity as regulated per Section 14-16-6-8 (Nonconformities).
