RESPEC Inc., agent for Legacy Hospitality — is requesting an Infrastructure List Revision for
Tract A-2-A-1-A. We are requesting that the Development Review Board approve the
Infrastructure List Revision Request.

This request pertains to the property north of Interstate 40 west of Americas Parkway, and
south of Indian School Rd. The current Infrastructure List was approved April 18,2012 and is
set to expire on April 17, 2020. We are requesting an Infrastructure List Revision because the
plan for the site has changed and the remaining unconstructed improvements are no longer
necessary, create a safety risk, or are already built.

The old site plan for the hotel development, included in this submittal, showed a future hotel in
the parking north of the hotel that exists today. There is a new proposed use for the north
parking area, RE DRB Pr# 2018001284, and a hotel is no longer planned to be developed at
this location. One of the 3" water services were intended to serve the future hotel. Therefore,
the meter and service at the NE corner is no longer applicable.

The water tap for private fire hydrants and fire sprinkler systems are shown on the south side
of the property on the site survey attached to this submittal. There is an existing four-inch
water vault connected to the existing hotel as shown on the as-built sheet provided by
Albuquerque and Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority (ABCWUA). Therefore, both the
private water tap and SE 3" meter and service have been built and can be removed from the
infrastructure list.

The proposed ten-foot crosswalks going across America Parkway create a safety risk to
pedestrians and should also be removed from the infrastructure list. Based on the information
provided with this submittal RESPEC believes the infrastructure list should be revised and all
items removed.

We request the infrastructure list amendment based on the following review and design
criteria as listed in IDO Part 14-16-6-4(X)(2).

Criteria 1" The amendment is necessary because of site conditions or user
requirements that were not known, and could not reasonably have been known, at the
time the City approved the approval that is proposed to be amended, and that were not
created by the actions of the owner of the property.”

The amendment is necessary because the proposed hotel is no longer being
considered, the private water tap and SE3" have already been constructed, and the

property owner was unaware of the safety hazard that the cross walk posed at the time
of application.

Criteria 2 “The amendment does not increase or decrease the dimension of any
standard beyond the thresholds allowed as minor amendments pursuant to Table 6-4-
5 (cumulative of any earlier deviations or amendments).”

The amendment does not increase or decrease the dimensions in Table 6-4-5 of the
IDO. This submittal only requests that the requirements to construct unnecessary
infrastructure be dismissed because of a change in site development, infrastructure
has been already buiilt, or the infrastructure poses a safety threat to the general public.

Criteria 3 "The amendment does not decrease the total amount of open space in the
development and does not reduce the size of any open space abutting a lot containing
aresidential use.”

The amendment does not decrease the total amount of open space in the
development or the amount of space abutting a lot containing a residential use
because the amendment does not change the preliminary plat and only requests that
the requirement to construct unnecessary infrastructure be dismissed.

Criteria 4 "The amendment does not reduce any building setback adjacent to
development containing residential uses by any amount.”

The amendment does not reduce any building setback adjacent to development
containing residential uses by any amount because the amendment does not pertain
to the preliminary plat and only requests that the requirement to construct
infrastructure for a hotel no longer in consideration, infrastructure that has already
been built, and infrastructure that poses a safety risk be dismissed.

Criteria 5 “The amendment does not increase the maximum number of residential
dwelling units in the development from that shown in the existing permit, approval, or
plan. If the property is located in a DT-UC-MS-PT area, the amendment does not
decrease the required number of residential dwelling units in the development from
that shown in the existing permit, approval, or plan.”

The amendment does not increase the maximum number of residential dwelling units
in the development from that shown in the existing permit, approval, or plan because
the amendment does not pertain to the preliminary plat and only requests that the
requirement to construct infrastructure for a hotel no longer in consideration,
infrastructure that has already been built, and infrastructure that poses a safety risk to
be dismissed.

Criteria 6 "The amendment does not adjust a building design standard unless doing so
improves the perception of building quality, variety, durability, and articulation when
viewed from adjacent streets and abutting properties.”

The amendment does not adjust a building design because the amendment is not to
the preliminary plat and only requests that the requirement to construct infrastructure
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for a hotel no longer in consideration, infrastructure that has already been built, and
infrastructure that poses a safety risk to be dismissed.

Criteria 7 “The amendment does not reduce the amount of total landscaping installed
on the property or the amount of screening or buffering required on portions of the
site abutting any property containing residential dwelling units and does not waive or
weaken any other landscaping or buffering requirement unless the ZEO determines
that alternative building design elements included in the amendment improve the
visual quality and screening and buffering effect of landscaping as viewed from
adjacent streets and public areas.”

The amendment does not reduce the amount of total landscaping or the amount of
buffering previously because the amendment does not change the approved
preliminary plat and only requests that the requirement to construct infrastructure for
a hotel no longer in consideration, infrastructure that has already been built, and
infrastructure that poses a safety risk to be dismissed.

Criteria 8 "The amendment does not increase the traffic accessing the property from
local streets and does not increase or decrease the number of through streets,
sidewalks, trails, or trail connections passing through the property or connecting to or
designed to connect to abutting properties.”

The amendment does not increase traffic accessing the property and does not
increase or decrease the number for through streets, sidewalks, trails or trail
connections passing through the property through the property or connecting to or
designed to connect to abutting properties because the amendment removes the
offsite requirements and does not change the property’s traffic flow.

Criteria 9 "Other than those allowed within the threshold of a minor amendment
pursuant to Table 6-4-4, the amendment does not affect a standard in Section 14-16-
5-3 (Access and Connectivity), Section 14-16-5-4 (Subdivision of Land), Section 14-

The amendment does not affect a standard in Section 14-16-5-3 (Access and
Connectivity), Section 14-16-5-4 (Subdivision of Land), Section 14-16-5-5 (Parking
and Loading), or the DPM because the amendment does not change the approved
preliminary plat and only requests that the requirement to construct infrastructure for
a hotel no longer in consideration, infrastructure that has already been built, and
infrastructure that poses a safety risk to be dismissed.

Criteria 10 “The amendment does not change a specific condition attached by a
decision-making body listed in Table 6-1-1 to a prior development permit, approval, or
plan for or including the property. For example, a specific condition attached to a prior
approval requiring additional buffering to mitigate development impacts shall not be
removed through a minor amendment process.”
