(Note: Comments prepared for 4.27.22, based on submittal — deferred prior to hearing to 5.4.22)

1. Landscape vegetative screen for Drive-Through lanes should be extended the full length of the lane, to
buffer the view from the public side -- not just at the corner areas as shown on revised plan. See IDO section
5-5(I)(2)(a). This buffer is required to be 3 to 4 feet tall, and composed of either a wall or vegetative screen.

2. Sign percentage is shown on plan — thank you. However, it appears from the high percentages that it is not
being calculated correctly (area of sign/area of entire fagade on same side, including window & door areas).
3. All other prior comments have been sufficiently addressed. No further comments at this time.

In addition to information provided, show the car queuing on a separate plan at 20-
foot car lengths and indicate turnover time. (Place required infrastructure on an
infrastructure list per the Traffic Study conditions. This applies to the median
extension.)

Include a copy of the Fire-One Plan prior to approval of site plan. (The Fire-One
Plan has to be stamped by the Fire Marshall.)

The minimum pathway required to the right-of-way is 6 feet; the crosswalk across the
driving aisle for the drive-thru exit should also be labeled at 6 feet wide along with the
sidewalks.

List parking space lengths and widths for all parking lot segments. (Two typical
dimensions can be called out for each of the three segments.) Follow minimum
DPM requirements. Label width and length for each of the three parking lot
segments. (One of the parking space width call-outs is covered up by a keyed note.)

Ensure a sufficient 4-foot ADA pathway around the back of any perpendicular ramp
for the wheelchair to maneuver. (This can be called out on the detail provided.)

Place “Do Not Enter” signage at the egress. (Call out Keyed Note 39.)

Use intersection sight distance triangles for the accessways off of San Pedro and
Alameda Boulevard per the DPM guidelines due to the higher speeds. Also include
this information along with the standard landscape note on the landscape plan.

There was a neighborhood concern about the new 6-foot pathway to the east due to
the amount of pedestrian traffic combined with vehicular traffic to this area. Add
signage for pedestrian crossing along with suggested speed sign.

Planning defers to Parks and Recreation to confirm if the trees and shrubs are all
included in the Official Albuquerque Plant Palette.

e Per 5-6(C)(4) of the IDO all trees and shrubs depicted on the Landscape Plan must be
selected from the Official Albuquerque Plant Palette.

e The Climatic and Geographic Analysis is thorough and informative. Could there be any
consideration to reorient the building to have the dining room windows facing the east
instead of the west for a preferred solar orientation and better building performance?
The orientation of the dining room to the east would provide a preferable occupant
experience in terms of lighting and capturing views of the Sandia mountains.

Albuquerque is currently USDA hardiness zone 7. Some species listed on the Landscape
Plan have hardiness zones higher/warmer than what currently exists in Alouquerque
and should be exchanged. IDO Section 5-6(D)(1)(b) requires tree species to be
recommended on the Official Albuquerque Plant Palette (linked here: Official
Albuguergque Plant Palette and Sizing List-2018-07-03.xlsx (cabg.gov)). And the Nature
Conservancy has a Climate Ready list (linked here: NM_ClimateReadyTrees.pdf
(nature.org)). The Parks and Recreation Department prefers species cross-referenced.

In these areas, weed barrier fabric is
prohibited.”
