SITE PLAN 


1. Stamp and sign drawings. 
2. Show cross-sections of Roadway E with cross-slopes, lane widths and sidewalks.  Call 


out details for curb.  
3. Label all handicapped signage and motorcycle parking signage on the plan.  
4. Provide proposed traffic control at each of the new intersections.  Add “Yield to 


Pedestrians” signage for the new crosswalks that are mid-block. 
5. Include civil details with all signage, curb, ramps, and sidewalk, and crosswalk details.  


For the curb ramp and sidewalk details, indicate a 2% maximum slope for the sidewalk. 
6. Label all new curb ramps on the site plan and reference curb ramp details. (It appears that 


in some cases, the wrong keyed notes were used for the curb ramps.) 
7. “No Parking” shall be called out on all new van accessible aisles.  However, this can be 


handled under the details.

pad sites for future users and 2 buildings along Dillards.  Park includes kids playing area, 
paths and bridges.   


e. Case comments:  
i. When initially submitted for hearing, the application was for a site plan and site 


plan amendment for a water park.  Hearing was deferred.  On April 14, 2021, a 
request was approved for a replat regarding a vacation of public access and 
public sidewalk easements for the adjacent Winrock Town Center Apartments.  
These documents were not provided to APS, but the location is adjacent to Inez 
Elementary School.  The schools should have been formally informed, 
particularly as there are traffic safety concerns at this intersection, and the new 
application pertains to sidewalks and impacts safe routes to schools. 


 







 
ii. Per previously submitted comments: Location is adjacent to Inez Elementary 


School.  Plans for site development include residential and hotel development 
on 83 acres.  APS reiterates past comments that development at this location 
will impact Inez Elementary School, Grant Middle School, and Sandia High 
School.  In the past, residential development was a component of the 
application.  Residential development at this location will be a strain on Sandia 
High School which is currently approaching capacity.
