ENGINEERING COMMENTS:

1. The Transportation Department has no objection to the sidewalk width waivers or the
easement vacation. For the plat, dedicate right-of-way to include the full width of
sidewalk on Indian School Road. The plat should be approved before the site plan;
right-of-way dedication is requested in lieu of sidewalk easements unless establishing
them to meet setback requirements.

2. An updated infrastructure list was not attached with the resubmittal, but the one
submitted on 3/16/2021 to DRB is acceptable.

3. For the cross-section, show bike lane width and all lane widths.
4. Clarify on the plan that public improvements shall be built per the work order drawings.

5. For aroad exiting onto Indian School Road, provide length of lane transitioning and
specify color of striping and pavement markings.

6. Provide updated detail sheet along with submittal. Include width of raised crosswalk,
curb ramps etc. Include “Yield to Pedestrians” signage for the wide crosswalk.

7. Update right-of-way lines and any new easements from the plat on the site plan.

i. Response to comments indicated a new fire one plan was submitted to fire
marshal’s office to take into fire suppression system and possible reduction of
the required 6,000 gpm, which was analyzed in the availability statement.
Approval will be contingent upon the analysis of the new fire one plan, with
updated fire flow and fire hydrant connection points.

PREVIOUS COMMENT: The availability statement requires that the proposed

fire hydrant between existing FH1 and proposed FHS be relocated to connect to the

existing waterline along Pennsylvania St.

1. Label this FH. Response to comments indicated FH#6 but this is not labeled.
Latest response to comments indicated “annotation added” but this is not
the case.

Is an easement needed for the proposed private fire hydrant #3 given that the

waterline may be located offsite?

PREVIOUS COMMENT: All proposed fire hydrants onsite shall be labeled as

private. Fire hydrants in public right-of-way shall be labeled as public. The

response to comments concurred, however FH#3 and FH#2 are labeled as public
fire hydrants. Please label as private. FH#8 is not labeled.

PREVIOUS COMMENT: There may the need for a private easement for the

private FH3 as it crosses another property to access the existing public waterline to

the south. The response to comments concurred, however, the utility plan shows a

connection which may not need a private waterline easement for FH#3. Please

confirm.

Please label the onsite existing and proposed public water and sanitary sewer

easements.

1. PREVIOUS COMMENT: The response to comments indicated the existing
public waterline easement is shown but that is not the case. Please show and
indicate if the private sanitary sewer encroaches the existing public
waterline easement which is not allowed. Response to comments indicated
that the ecasement is labeled, and cross-section added to Sheet C400,
however, this is not the case.

PREVOUS COMMENT: What is the horizontal clearance between the proposed

private sanitary sewer along the south property line and the existing public

waterline? Is the appropriate clearance provided? Is the proposed sanitary sewer
encroaching into the public waterline easement?

1. Response to comments referred to Sheet C400, however the cross section
showing the horizontal clearance between utilities was not provided.





viii. Keyed note #6 and #7 point to the same private sanitary sewer, however one is
existing and the other is proposed. Please confirm the termination of the existing
private sanitary sewer. Please label the sanitary sewer as being private.

d. There is a proposed plat included with the submittal now includes the proposed and
existing public waterline easements, however it doesn’t show the existing public
waterline easement for the existing onsite 8 waterline. Please show this existing
easement and confirm that the proposed private sanitary sewer does not encroach.
