5-6(D)(1)(c) Only trees selected from the Official Albuquerque Plant Palette and Sizing List of
low water use, drought tolerant, or xeric species and shown on a landscape plan can count
toward the requirements. (Raywood Ash not on list)

5-6(D)(1)(e) Along street frontages where street trees are required, trees that are planted
within 20 feet of the back of curb of the abutting street may fulfill this requirement.
