ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 


1. As stated in the “ Major Amendment to the Site Plan”, once uses are determined, a trip 
generation rate will be needed to make sure that overall trip generation rate does not 
exceed more than 10% of the original trip generation rate in the original Traffic Impact 
Study.   


2. Sidewalk widths on infrastructure list should match what is shown on the plat.  The plat 
shows 5 feet wide and the infrastructure list shows 6 feet wide.   


3. Provide sidewalk connection to right-of-way along St. Joseph’s along Tract 8-A.  ( A 
possible waiver was discussed for this based on site plan being unknown, but the 
sidewalk waiver request was for all of Lots 8 and 9.  A waiver cannot be approved for all 
of the lots.  Sidewalk is needed for continuity, expected pedestrian volume, and based 
on proposed uses of the property.)
