Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next 
submittal. 
 


1. The utility plan depicts connects to “public mains” to the east. This is not in agreement with the 
Availability Statement which calls for connection in Louisiana Boulevard. Either revise to match the 
availability statement, or provide documentation of sufficient private easement to cross a single parcel 
to a public main and provide separate services to the main. This would need to be incorporated into a 
statement revision.  


a. Connections for domestic water, fireline water, irrigation water, and/or sanitary sewer shall not 
be shared among multiple platted parcels. 


b. The request for availability did not indicate any sufficient easements for separate services to 
public mains to the east.  


2. Availability Statement #220201 has been issued and provides the conditions for service. Routine 
connections are available in Louisiana Boulevard.   


3. This project is within the adopted service area.

4. Pro rata is not owed for this property. 
5. Utility Plan: 


a. Provide a utility plan that indicates the location of proposed services. 
b. Show existing public water and public sewer mains and any associated easements on the utility 


plan. 
c. Dimension the public water and public sewer easements on the utility plan. 
d. Coordinate with NM 811 to field locate and survey the existing public water and sewer 


infrastructure. If existing infrastructure is not within the existing easements, dedicate additional 
easement to provide the minimum widths over the actual pipe locations. 


6. Easements: 
a. Proper private water and/or private sanitary sewer service easements shall be granted for access to 


public waterline and/or public sanitary sewer for proposed lots which do not have direct access.

ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 
 


1. Any public infrastructure (inc. sidewalk) should be placed onto an infrastructure list. 
Because this is located within a Center, 10-foot sidewalk is required on Louisiana 
Blvd. 
 


2. Meet minimum curb radii requirements per the Development Process Manual.  
Provide a minimum 15-foot radius for cars and a 25-foot radii for trucks.  


 
3. Seek Fire Marshall approval. 
 
4. Provide 6-foot ADA pathway to building to the east through property along with a 


public easement, or show how this property has an existing 6-foot ADA pathway to 
the right-of-way. 


 
5. Update previously approved Civil Details Sheet. For Detail B-2 on the Civil Details 


Sheet, provide a 12:1 maximum slope for the curb ramp. 
 
6. Call out paved areas, curb, and curb ramps with keyed notes on the site plan.  
 
7. Correct bicycle rack detail on the Details Sheet to meet current DPM requirements.   
 
8. Provide “No Parking” at the back of the van accessible space which should also be a 


minimum of 8 feet wide. 
 
9. All parking spaces should show minimum dimension for each segment in lieu of 


labeling overall dimension.  Follow minimum requirements per the DPM. 
 
10. Provide motorcycle parking sign on the details sheet. 
 
11. Label existing sidewalk width along frontages to ensure minimum sidewalk 


requirements and type of easements.  Also clearly show property lines. 
 
12. Provide detectable warning surfaces at the entrance to the property from the right-of-


way. 
 
13. The existing monument sign is within public right-of-way.  Either relocate or seek a 


revocable permit. 
 
14. Use keyed note to call out clear sight triangle on the site plan and on the landscaping 


plan.

1. It is the applicant’s obligation to determine if existing utility easements or rights-
of-way are located on or adjacent to the property and to abide by any conditions 
or terms of those easements. 
 


2. Any existing and/or new PNM easements and facilities need to be reflected on 
the resulting Site Plan and any associated Plat. 
 


3. PNM has existing facilities and/or easements along the northern, eastern, and 
southern sides of the site. 
 


4. Any existing easements may have to be revisited and/or new easements may 
need to be created for any electric facilities as determined by PNM. 


 
5. Structures, especially those made of metal like storage buildings and canopies, 


should not be within or near PNM easements. 
 


6. Perimeter and interior landscape design should abide by any easement 
restrictions and not impact PNM facilities.  Any trees within or near PNM 
easements including required Street Trees along Indian School Road are 
possible and should comply with IDO Section 5-6(C)(10).
