Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next 
submittal. 
 


1. The utility plan depicts connects to “public mains” to the east. This is not in agreement with the 
Availability Statement which calls for connection in Louisiana Boulevard. Either revise to match the 
availability statement, or provide documentation of sufficient private easement to cross a single parcel 
to a public main and provide separate services to the main. This would need to be incorporated into a 
statement revision.  


a. Connections for domestic water, fireline water, irrigation water, and/or sanitary sewer shall not 
be shared among multiple platted parcels. 


b. The request for availability did not indicate any sufficient easements for separate services to 
public mains to the east.

2. Availability Statement #220201 has been issued and provides the conditions for service. Routine 
connections are available in Louisiana Boulevard.   


3. This project is within the adopted service area.  
4. Pro rata is not owed for this property. 
5. Utility Plan: 


a. Provide a utility plan that indicates the location of proposed services. 
b. Show existing public water and public sewer mains and any associated easements on the utility 


plan. 
c. Dimension the public water and public sewer easements on the utility plan. 
d. Coordinate with NM 811 to field locate and survey the existing public water and sewer 


infrastructure. If existing infrastructure is not within the existing easements, dedicate additional 
easement to provide the minimum widths over the actual pipe locations. 


6. Easements: 
a. Proper private water and/or private sanitary sewer service easements shall be granted for access to 


public waterline and/or public sanitary sewer for proposed lots which do not have direct access. 
The width of the private service easement shall be determined by the engineer or surveyor.

1. There is a sidewalk waiver, but on the Infrastructure List, a 10-foot sidewalk is 
shown.  If needed, use a range to fit what is actually being constructed.  Also 
reference 2430 for the new sidewalk.  
 


2. Show Tract Numbers on the site plan that match those referenced within the Shared 
Access Agreement. The Tract numbers are unclear. 


 
3. The existing monument sign looks to be outside of the public right-of-way according 


to the site plan, but the comments state otherwise.  Please verify.  For any private 
infrastructure located within public right-of-way, a revocable permit will be needed. 


 
4. Use keyed note to call out clear sight triangle on the site plan and on the landscaping 


plan.   Use standard note to limit landscaping height within these areas on both 
plans. 


 
5. Note 16 is blank.  It looks like this is the note that calls out the bike rack area.

• All Site Plan sheets must be sealed and signed by a design professional licensed in the 
State of New Mexico.  
 


• The Solid Waste signature must be obtained on the Site Plan Amendment.  
 


• Confirm if a Shared Parking Agreement exists and/or is a requirement; surrounding 
buildings have used the subject property as a parking lot.  
 
Update 4/5/22: Staff was not able to confirm the freestanding signage on the Site 
Plan. 


• Confirm if any freestanding signage is proposed.   
 


• Confirm if sufficient street frontage landscaping is provided per 5-6(D) of the IDO.  
 


• The walls/fences proposed on the Site Plan Amendment must meet 507(D) of the IDO, 
including the enclosure.  
 
Update 4/5/22: 


• An Infrastructure List was added. A recorded IIA must be submitted prior to final sign-
off from Planning. 
 


• A Sidewalk Waiver application has been applied for from the requirement to construct 
a sidewalk along Louisiana (within a Major Transit Corridor inside a center) 10 – 12 
feet in width. In their waiver application, the applicant notes that an existing retaining 
wall and several obstructions prevent widening the sidewalk to meet the 
requirement. Per staff’s analysis, the applicant has justified the waiver.  
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• The applicant has met the requirement for an analysis of climatic and geographic 


responsiveness.  The applicant is achieving several site plan design elements that will 
improve solar responsiveness.  The applicant is also capturing eastern views of the 
mountains. 
 


• The applicant has met the building façade requirements outlined in IDO 5-11(D). 
 


• Remove any reference to trees per multi-family unit from the landscaping plan.
