1. Provide a cross-section for the proposed roadway improvements. 5-foot wide sidewalk
is the minimum required sidewalk width per DPM requirements. On the infrastructure list,
specify both sidewalk, curb and turn-around under the item description. Curb and
sidewalk shall be specified on “both sides”.

2. Oninfrastructure list, separately list the access easement requirement and type of
pavement proposed.

3. Variation from the 5-foot sidewalk requirements shall require a DRB Determination from
DRB.

4. On the exhibit provided, show and label the existing Coors Blvd. sidewalk that is being
tied into.

5. Verify with NMDOT that they concur with the layout since the proposed subdivision is
adjacent to their right-of-way. Any work within NMDOT right-of-way requires a permit.
