c. The improvements required in the Availability Statement shall be incorporated into the
infrastructure list.

3. Easements below are required on the plat:

a. Include all public water and/or sanitary sewer easements on the plat, including those that are
adjacent to the subject property’s boundaries. Surveyor shall field verify the location of existing
public water and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to determine if existing public water and/or
sanitary sewer easements are sufficient. If the easement(s) does not exist, a new easement shall be
granted. The width of the easement shall be the standard width, unless specified by the Water
Authority.

b. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for
standard sized water meters need to be 5°x5° and include the length of the water service if located
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35°x35’ easement is required.
Actual easement widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed.

2. The crosswalk at the end of the reverse curve is in an unsafe location for visibility of
pedestrians from drivers. The sidewalk alignment should be maintained on one side
of the road.

3. For the road adjacent to the site, clearly show the right-of-way lines that incorporate
the latest right-of-way dedication, adjacent roadway width, lane width, and proposed
sidewalk widths. Also show streets and driveways across from the accessways to
demonstrate lack of conflicts.

4. Show all bicycle parking space locations. Provide detail for bicycle spacing as well.

5. Label sidewalk width and crosswalk widths for parking lot on south end of site. Also,

Tree palette was not updated per comments above.

DPM Table 7.2.29 and p7-74 states that for Main Streets, sidewalk should be 10-12-ft and
landscape buffer zone should be 6-8 ft. For pedestrian realms such as Main Streets, it is
preferable to place the landscape buffer adjacent to the curb between the curb and the
sidewalk such as Figures 7.2.41 and 7.4.64 on page 7-74 of the DPM. It appears the sidewalk is
placed immediately adjacent to the curb instead of inside the landscape buffer — can this be
revised by coordinating with Transportation?
