a. Include the updated utility plan in the set for approval.  
b. Add the sewer easement note as described in the availability statement.  


2. Infrastructure List: 
a. No objections to the item in the infrastructure list. WUA defers to the City Engineer and DRB 


chair on if this should be included on prior list or on a new list for the site plan.  
3. Easements below are required on the plat: 


a. Include all public water and/or sanitary sewer easements on the plat, including those that are 
adjacent to the subject property’s boundaries. Surveyor shall field verify the location of existing

public water and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to determine if existing public water and/or 
sanitary sewer easements are sufficient. If the easement(s) does not exist, a new easement shall be 
granted. The width of the easement shall be the standard width, unless specified by the Water 
Authority.  


b. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be 
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required 
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for 
standard sized water meters need to be 5’x5’ and include the length of the water service if located 
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35’x35’ easement is required. 
Actual easement widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed. 


4. For information only: 
a. Availability Statement #210845 has been issued and set the criteria for service. Public 


extensions are required. 
b. This project is within the adopted service area.

1. Include the site plan as part of the work order submittal since the drive from 
Fitzgerald will be added to the work order set.   
 


2. Show existing driveways across from the proposed accessways to demonstrate lack 
of conflicts. 


 
3. If providing landscape buffer between proposed sidewalk along 4th Street and curb, a 


sidewalk easement shall be needed prior to C.O. 
 
4. Label sidewalk width and crosswalk widths for parking lot on south end of site. Also 


clarify where the sidewalk and crusher fine paths begin and end.  Also, include curb 
ramp notes and references at this location as well as civil details sheet with the 
various types of curb ramp details, bike rack details, etc.  


 
5. At the area where the bike racks are located, provide dimensioning to distinguish 


between the bike rack area and the pedestrian pathway around it. 
 


6. Call out curb for landscape islands as applicable.  If providing a paved surface, also 
label on the plan.  Use keyed note to label sidewalk and gate if providing a gate. 


 
7. Enlarge and bolden the note that all improvements within the right-of-way shall be 


built as part of the work order process.  Because the drive from Fitzgerald is planned 
to be included as part of the work order set, also include this clarification within this 
note as well. 
 


8. Provide shared access agreement between lots as needed.  The access agreement 
shall apply to all applicable uses including any emergency access, bikeway, and 
pedestrian ways.  List maintenance and beneficiaries.  


 
9. Label overhang on south side of site if being used with the 16-foot parking spaces.

COMMENTS: 


• A licensed Landscape Architect must sign the Site & Building Design Considerations 
form (Geographic/Climatic Analysis).  
 


• The project and application numbers need to be added to the Site Plan prior to 
distribution of the Site Plan to the DRB members for their e-signatures.  
 


• Update 1/25/22: An Infrastructure List is included with this Site Plan. A recorded 
IIA must be provided prior to final sign off from Planning.  
 


• The Solid Waste signature must be obtained on the Site Plan prior to final sign-off by 
Planning.  
 


• All Site Plan sheets need to be sealed and signed by a design professional (surveyor, 
engineer, architect, landscape architect) licensed in the State of New Mexico.  
 


• The building facades must meet 5-11(E)(2)(b) of the IDO for Urban Centers, Activity 
Centers, and Main Street and Premium Transit Areas as the site is located within the 
North 4th Corridor, CPO-9. Provide a comment response letter explaining how the 
requirements of 5-11(E)(2)(b) are being met.  
 


• The required open space is shown on sheet SDP1.1 of the Site Plan, but the amount of 
proposed open space is not shown. The amount of proposed open space needs to be 
added to the Site Plan.  
 
Update 1/10/22: The buffer along the portion of the proposed development 
abutting R-1 zoning needs to be 15-feet rather than 25-feet.  


• Per 5-6(E)(5) of the IDO, a 25-foot wide buffer featuring landscaping and (as one of 
options) a wall must be provided along the portion of the proposed development abutting 
R-1 zoning per 5-6(E)(2)(a) as follows: 
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  1. If a wall at least 3 feet in height is provided or exists along the 
               property line between the 2 properties, 1 tree at least 8 feet 


high at the time of planting shall be provided every for 15 feet 
along the wall, with spacing designed to minimize sound and 
light impacts of the proposed development on the adjacent 
property. 
 


2. If no wall is provided or exists, 1 tree at least 6 feet tall at the 
time of planting and at least 25 feet tall at maturity and 3 
shrubs shall be provided for every 25 feet along the lot line, 
with spacing designed to minimize sound, light, and noise 
impacts. 


 
• Is the drainage pond to be built as part of the multi-family phase of development?  If so, 


the landscaping plan should reflect how the pond is being landscaped/stabilized.   
 


• These are preliminary Planning comments, and there could be additional and/or revised

• The Parks and Recreation Department (PRD) is a partner with the Nature Conservancy 
who developed a Climate Ready Tree List for Albuquerque.  Please review the lists (here: 
NMFO Climate-Ready Trees Lists (nature.org)).and swap out trees that are not on the 
list with trees that are on the list and considered higher water use by the Official 
Albuquerque Plant Palette.  Acer Tataricum, Fraxinus Oxycarpa, and Thuja Occidentalis 
are not on the Climate Ready list.  Per IDO Section 14-16-5-6(C)(4)(b) Trees must be 
recommended on the Official Albuquerque Plant Palette:  Official Albuquerque Plant

Tree palette was not updated per comments above. 
 
DPM Table 7.2.29 and p7-74 states that for Main Streets, sidewalk should be 10-12-ft and 
landscape buffer zone should be 6-8 ft.  For pedestrian realms such as Main Streets, it is 
preferable to place the landscape buffer adjacent to the curb between the curb and the 
sidewalk such as Figures 7.2.41 and 7.4.64 on page 7-74 of the DPM.  It appears the sidewalk is 
placed immediately adjacent to the curb instead of inside the landscape buffer – can this be 
revised by coordinating with Transportation? 
 
10-ft width requirement for Main Street sidewalks. 
 
01-26-2022 
Per exparte discussions, applicant widened connecting path at south edge and will plant vines 
on north facing wall.  Vine symbol is difficult to see.  It is recommended that Landscape Plan be 
enlarged if possible or clarify some symbols.  
4th street sidewalk was moved to inside of street trees planting per DPM to satisfy previous 
comments; however, the sidewalk connection needs to continue through to the Fitzgerald 
sidewalk at the northeast corner of the site plan – please review.  The DRB Chair made 
additional comments - please add dimensions.
