1. The Transportation Department has no objection to the alleyway waiver, proposed
vacation, or to the plat.

2. For the sidewalk cross-sections provided, show a 2% maximum cross-slope and a 1.5%
preferred cross-slope. Call out sidewalk dimensioning around the building. (This would
be easiest to provide with cross-sections.)

3. For the driveway details added, show slopes for each portion of the driveway, and
identify the driveway location on the detail sheet. Demonstrate clear 4-foot ADA path
around obstructions. (Also, drawing 2426 is not the correct drawing for the graphics
shown on the site plan. Drawing 2425 appears to be a better fit.)

4. Allow a sufficient “No Parking” zone on 3" Street for two cars due to queuing behind
gate. Dimension the “No Parking “ zone.

5. It appears that the curb ramp on the northwest corner of the site does not meet ADA.
This would have to be modified. Provide a detail.

6. Demonstrate that clear sight distances won’t be an issue at both the entrances and
intersections with the new site plan. Refer to new DPM standards for clear sight
distances at intersections.
