1. We received your supplemental submittal and have a few questions. 
2. You included several references to the DPM Traffic Study Criteria. Can you provide a 


letter explaining how those apply to your case? 
3. You included the e-mails regarding the gate into the subdivision. 
4. Please consider leaving the mature at the entrance to the development.  
5. The agent has raised questions about the turnaround requirement.  The following 


comments are offered to explain why the DRB is requiring compliance with current 
requirements.   
The replat of the parcels in this application trigger the IDO requirement that 
‘development’ is subject to all provisions of the IDO and the associated DPM.  
Specifically, the IDO does not allow a ‘stub street’ longer than 150 feet and the DPM 
requires that private gates have a turnaround to keep vehicles from standing in or backing 
into the ROW.  More detail follows: 


(1) The application meets the IDO definitions of subdivide and subdivision 
triggering the requirements for a subdivision of land.  The applicant is re-
dividing land into two parts for future transfer of ownership. 
(a)  “Subdivide 


To divide or re-divide (sometimes referred to as “replat”) land into

to facilitate the present or future conveyance or other transfer of 
incidents of ownership or use.”

The City Forester position is currently vacant, therefore Anjel Sepulveda, Forestry Supervisor and 
Certified Arborist, met with the applicant at the subject site on July 30, 2021.  Large existing trees shown 
on the applicant’s Tree Survey were evaluated.  The Forestry Supervisor recommended that the large 
Cottonwoods and Siberian Elm (labeled 4 through 13 on the Tree Survey) be removed, because they are 
splitting and may soon pose a risk to adjacent property if grading occurs in the immediate area causing 
further stress.  The trees at the entrance (labeled 1,2, and 3 on the Tree Survey) are planted nursery 
stock as opposed to volunteers and are recommended for retention due to their current condition; 
therefore it is recommended that care be taken during grading and construction surrounding these 
trees. 
 
08-18-2021 
The Planning Department interpreted the IDO regulation and determined that the trees at the entrance 
(labeled 1,2, and 3 on the Tree Survey) are not required to be retained.  No further comments.
