Most of the street trees along Spinning Ball Ave NW and one tree along the entrance on the east edge of the property are 
within the clear sight triangle.  Please confirm that the trees will have 8-foot-tall canopies at the time of planting per DPM 
standards.  
Mini Clear Sight Triangles have been added at entrances and no trees are located within these areas.  
Intersection clear sight triangles are shown at public road intersections, and any trees within these areas will be 
trimmed up to 8’ clear. A note has been added to the landscape plans stating this clearance.

3. Confirm compliance with IDO 5-7 Walls and fences for the existing fence surrounding the subject site. Planning defers 


this item to Code Enforcement for compliance. Please see the following code for your reference and explain how this 
standard is complied with. Calculations will need to be added to the plan: 5-7(D)(3)(c)(3) - the area between the wall and 
the property line shall be landscape with at least 2 trees and 6 shrubs every 25 feet along the length of the wall. 
The fence height has been changed to 3-feet, therefore, this requirement doesn’t apply.
