ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 


 
1. A work orders shall be required for the proposed improvements on the infrastructure list 


along with the infrastructure recommendations from the Traffic Impact Study.  Due to 
proximity to NMDOT’s facilities, NMDOT will need to review the roadway layout.  Place 
note on site plan indicating that “All public improvements shall be built as part of the 
work order process.” 
 


2. Show sight distance triangles for drive entrances on both the site plan and the 
landscaping plan using the AASHTO standards laid out in the DPM in lieu of showing the 
mini sight triangles. Provide standard note showing limits on landscaping height within 
the clear sight triangles. 
 


3. Provide two “Do Not Enter” signs at entrance, one-way signage, and pavement arrows 
for one-way driving aisles.  (The “Do Not Enter” sign on the exit gate is too far inside to 
be effective.) 
 


4. The swing gate configuration and location for the exit drive will make it difficult to allow 
for any queuing for exiting vehicles.  Consider adjustment. 
 


5. Next to the van accessible parking space, label a minimum of 8 feet for the width of the 
van accessible aisle.  (Based on the total number of parking spaces, there should be a 
total of 8 ADA parking spaces including 2 van accessible spaces.)  Also, make sure all 
handicapped spaces are dimensioned. 
 


6. Used keyed notes to call out all ramp details.  At the van accessible aisle on the north 
side of the site, it appears that it may need its own separate ramp detail. 
 


7. Provide drive entrance locations and widths on the infrastructure list as opposed to 
labeling the connecting curb ramps separately.  After making this change, only one curb 
ramp at the intersection corner can be listed separately. 
 


8. Label width of additional pavement for southbound land, and include curb and gutter as 
part of the item description.  
 


9. Label standard curb and gutter on infrastructure list for Holly Road in lieu of asphalt curb.

COMMENTS: 
 


- A Preliminary/Final Plat consolidating the lots on the Site will need to be approved by the DRB 
prior to the approval of the Site Plan by the DRB.  


 
- The Site Plan will need Solid Waste’s signature prior to final sign off.    


 
- The existing wall at the northern and western property boundaries of the Site must be a 


minimum of 6-feet in height per the Neighborhood Edge requirements per 5-9(D)(1)(a) of the 
IDO. The applicant needs to verify that the existing wall is at least 6-feet in height and note its 
height on the Site Plan. The applicant has added a note to the Site Plan that “if upon field 
verification it is determined that any portion of the of the wall is less than the required height, 
the owner of the project site hall coordinate where the wall is deficient to improve the wall.” 
Staff needs verification of the height of the existing wall prior to DRB approval.    
 


- On the Landscape Plan Sheet LS-01, confirm if the sod planting areas will private yard areas for 
the units.  
 


- Includes an Infrastructure List. Prior to final sign off from Planning, the applicant will need to 
provide a recorded IIA.  


 
- The applicant needs to confirm that the Façade Design requirements of 5-11(E)(2)(a) of the IDO 


are being met.
