• It does appear that all adjacent properties does drain into the existing 16’ alley which 


does drain to the north to Freeman. 
• Hydrology does acknowledge that the alley may need some cleaning up to ensure that 


the existing drainage pattern is maintained. 
• Hydrology will need supporting documentation via a Grading and Drainage plan showing 


that these adjacent lots do not drain into the existing 16’ alley.  However, the 
applications does have grade points showing that the alley does drain to the north. 


• In order for Hydrology to accept the vacation request, all adjacent property owners will 
have to agree to purchase half of the 16’ alley along their property.
