a. Infrastructure List: 
i. No objections. 


b.  Plat. The following items may be listed as a finding to be corrected with the final plat: 
i. Provide a paper easement for the temporary reservoir drain line as needed. 
ii. Minor Text Changes:  


1. Add the callout information for the WUA State Land Office Easement.  
2. Strike the word “Future” from ABCWUA easements granted with this plat. 
3. Fill in the legend for the vacated areas. Revise the hatch so that it matches the 


viewport, the rotation is different and difficult to match the legend to the plan 
view. 


4. For Easement E: Add the words “(SHADED PORTION…” to the vacation callout 
that is located just to the left of Hawking Drive.  


c. Information Only: 
i. Availability Statement #210843 has been issued and provides the conditions for 


service. 
ii. This project is outside of the adopted service area: Development Agreement R-07-32 is 


applicable to this area and provides the Board approval for development. No further Board 
actions is required at this time. 


 
2. SD-2021-00172 & 147-181– VACATION OF PUBLIC & PRIVATE EASEMENTS 


a. The Water Authority is in agreement with the vacations presented on the preliminary plat.  
b. Some of the vacations on the agenda are no longer applicable. These appear to be SD-2021-


00181, SD-2021-00180. The limits of the waterline vacations are likely altered from the 
initial applications (SD-2021-00175 & SD2021-00179). The limits shall be as depicted on the 
preliminary plat.  
 


3. SI-2021-01482 – SITE PLAN 
a. Site Plan: 


i. UPDATE: Please submit the revised site plan detail at the northern entrance that depicts 
the ABCWUA & PNM access point. PRIOR COMMENT: The access to the existing 
Mesa del Sol Reservoir has not be maintained. A driveway bump out including curb is 
shown over the transmission main and conflicting with the access easement to the 
reservoir site and the waterline easement. The access to the reservoir site is not clear on the 
site plan. Please call the WUA to schedule a meeting with the affected WUA parties 
regarding access to this site.  


b. Utility Plan (PRIOR COMMENTS): 
i. The utility plan lines have not been updated aside from the inclusion of Backlot 6 in the 


project area. 
ii. The water/sewer lines described in the infrastructure list and availability statement are not 


shown. 
iii. A sewer easement is needed on Parcel 2 to allow for the southern lift station. 
iv. The currently proposed fire line connection is not shown, the shortening of the public 


watermain south of the reservoir is not shown.  
v. The reservoir drain line is not shown, either temporary or final.  
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vi. This site plan will be required to address the sharing of services with Netflix North. 
Resolution of this was delayed with the Netflix North approval. Please advise as to the 
current proposed resolution. 


vii. Please describe the permitting entity for the proposed onsite lift stations. 
c. Information Only:  


i. Availability Statement #210843 has been issued and provides the conditions for 
service. 


ii. This project is outside of the adopted service area: Development Agreement R-07-32 is 
applicable to this area and provides the Board approval for development. No further Board 
actions is required at this time.

neighborhood meeting, and must provide a revised buffer map of the property owners within 
100 feet who were required to be notified/re-notified.

• Clarify easement notes on plat. Number of vacations and notes do not appear to match. 
 


• Please address the Mesa del Sol Level B Master Plan/Framework Plan (MdS) as part of 
the justification and where silent IDO/DPM requirements. The project is subject to the 
all requirements of all MdS Plans, the IDO & DPM.  
 
Update 12/1/21: 


• According the applicant, final revisions to the MdS Level B Amendment are being made based 
on the comments and conditions approval from the October 20 DRB hearing for                       
PR-2021-005684/SI-2021-01516.  
 


• Demonstrate all EPC conditions from SI-2021-00975 are being met. 
 


• Please provide a plan sheet that includes all of the buildings covered in this site plan. 
 


• Lighting and Lighting plan must meet all MdS requirements and where silent IDO 5-8. 
 
Update 12/1/21: 
The ZHE Variance was approved on December 21, 2021.  


• The applicant has submitted a Variance request to the Zoning Hearing Examiner (ZHE) of      
20-feet to the maximum-allowed 30-feet of wall interval. According to the applicant, the 
Variance is scheduled to be heard by the ZHE at a December 2021 meeting.  
 
Update 10/19/21: 


• An October 11, 2021 letter from the applicant provided the necessary approval for the 10-foot 
wall height (per the Mesa del Sol (MdS) Architectural Review Committee approval of the wall 
height). The applicant has indicated a desire for the wall articulation interval to be 50 feet 
rather than 30 feet as required per Section 2.2.4(d)(3) of the MdS Level B Plan. Wall 
articulation of 50 feet will require ZHE approval per MdS Level B Plan page 106 prior to 
Building Permit approval. The wall articulation design should be depicted on Plans submitted 
for Building Permit.  


 
• The Site Plan depicts 10-foot CMU walls (notes 24 and 25) along the periphery of the 


site. If the MdS Plan does not specifically permit 10-foot walls in this location, a 
Variance(s) from the Zoning Hearing Examiner (ZHE) will be required for the proposed 
wall height.

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Update 10/19/21: 


• On September 28, 2021, the applicant sent electronic correspondence to Ms. Cunningham-
Stephens and on September 30, 2021 the applicant sent electronic correspondence to Myika 
Allen with the City Aviation Department seeking their feedback on the proposal. According to 
the applicant, Ms. Cunningham-Stephens and Ms. Allen have not responded to the applicant. 
Per 6-4(J) of the IDO, any comments received within 15 days after such a referral shall be 
considered with the application. It has been at least 15 days since the applicant contacted 
KAFB and City Aviation and no comments have been received.   


 
• Site is within the mapped area for KAFB referrals.  Provide approval documentation 


from Janet Cunningham-Stephens.  Janet.cunningham-stephens.ctr@us.af.mil  
 
Update 3/1/22: The Alternative Landscape Plan was approved on 2/24/22 
Update 2/15/21: The Alternative Landscape Plan must be approved prior to final sign-
off of the Site Plan 


• FYI: An Alternative Landscape Plan has been submitted in association with this Site Plan. 
The Alternative Landscape Plan will be administratively reviewed and approved.  
 
Update 10/19/21: 


• A Landscape Architect should sign the Site & Building Design Considerations 
(Geographic and Climatic Analysis) form.  
 


• For the Production Office building, per 5-2(D) of the IDO the Site & Building Design 
Considerations (Geographic and Climatic Analysis) form must be completed, as well as 
the Sun and Shade Analysis. The form is attached for your reference and completion. 
The Mill building and the Production Services building are considered industrial and the 
stated analyses are not required for those two buildings (the analyses are only required 
for the Production Office building).  
 


• Provide color elevations which depict the latest façade designs for all buildings.  
 


• Solid Waste and all other appropriate signatures must be obtained prior to final sign-off 
from Planning. Include all PR#’s & App#’s. 


 
• The facades must meet the Building Design Standards for Employment Center and 


Highway Commercial Districts, 2.2.5 of the MdS Plan.  Provide a letter explaining how 
these requirements are being met.   
 


• Please provide approval from the Mesa del Sol Architectural Review Board for the final 
building facades.

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• Does the proposed Site Plan include new and additional building or freestanding 


signage? 
 


• On the Site Plan, what is the portion of the Mill building, noted as new cup? 
 


• Will project construction have a phasing plan? 
 


• Provide calculation for 5-5(C)(9) Electric Vehicle Parking When more than 200 off-street 
parking spaces are constructed, at least 2 percent of the vehicle parking spaces shall 
include electric vehicle charging stations with a rating of 240 volts or higher. 


 
Preliminary Plat  


 
• There’s a Bulk Land Variance note on Sheet 1 of the Plat. This application is a Major 


Preliminary Plat application rather than a Bulk Land Plat application. Therefore, the note 
needs to be removed from the Plat.   
 


• An Infrastructure List is included with this Plat. A recorded IIA must be submitted prior 
to final sign-off from Planning for the Final Plat.  
 


Vacation of Public Easements/Private Easement 
 
• The vacation of the public easements/private easement need to be justified in the
