Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next 
submittal. 
 


1. No new files received. Previous comments below.  
2. The infrastructure list needs to be expanded to match the internal loop road that is included in the 


proposed plat. This is a distinct segment, and differs slightly from the Availability Statement, so 
it needs to be called out specifically. 


3. The easement at the southwest corner needs to match the proposed waterline layout. If the 
waterline is proposed to make several turns, show that on the utility plan. Otherwise update the 
easement to match the straight waterline as shown on the utility plan. 


4. Pro rata is owed and must be paid prior to plat approval. The amount is for sewer and is for 
$25,265.09. 


5. Availability Statement #210909 has been issued and provides the conditions for service. Public 
extensions are required.

1. Property is located in the NR-C, Non-Residential Commercial Zone District. It is located in an Area of 


Change, and in the Coors Boulevard Character Protection Overly, CPO-2. Must comply with all standards 
and regulations of these specific areas, and other standards in the IDO, DPM, or other City regulations.  


2. Reference IDO section 5-2 for Sensitive Lands Analysis which may need to be conducted. 
3. Final Plat must comply with all relevant standards of IDO sections 5-3 regarding Access & Connectivity and 


5-4 Subdivision of Land, as well as CPO-2 for specific Grading and Drainage standards. 
4. Future Development must follow all Dimensional standards of CPO-2, IDO section 3-4(C) and for the NR-C 


zone, IDO section 5-1(E), Table 5-1-3. 
5. Future Development must comply with all Development Standards in IDO section 14-16-5 and CPO-2, IDO

ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 


 
1. The Traffic Study shall be approved prior to approval of the infrastructure list and plat.  The 


generated infrastructure list shall be based upon and correspond with any Traffic Study 
recommendations.  NMDOT shall be coordinated with on any Coors Blvd. infrastructure 
improvements prior to approval.  Comments were submitted on March 8, 2022, asking about 
warrant analysis and the queuing.  Also, describe why the roundabout option was not chosen in 
lieu of a roundabout within the study.  In an instance when the trip generation exceeds the 
original trip generation in the study by 10%, a new study shall be required. 
 


2. Provide overall conceptual plan that corresponds with the infrastructure list. Any additional 
auxiliary lanes shown on the infrastructure list should include required lengths.  On this 
conceptual plan, show full intersections and existing drive accesses across from the new site 
plan in order to minimize any conflicts and make sure that any newly proposed thru lanes are 
aligned with the thru lanes across the intersection.   
 


3. In a Center, 10-foot wide sidewalks are required along the arterial and collector streets per the 
new DPM requirements.   
 


4. On the cross-section for St. Joseph’s, reflect both existing and new right-of-way line along the 
south side of the roadway.  Provide similar information for the other cross-sections. 
 


5. Provide the shared access on the infrastructure list.  Define possible shared access between Lot 
2 and 5 toward the west, or provide a turnaround if there is intended to be a dead-end access 
easement that is over 150 feet in length. 
 


6. Lot 5 will require public sidewalk access to the right-of-way.  Include this as part of a proposed 
access easement.  Provide cross-sections for the access easement, showing required road, curb, 
and any sidewalk.   
 


7. For the shared access easement, provide curves along the boundaries of Lot 5 and Lot 10 for 
turning movements.  These shall be designed to accommodate the specified design vehicle. 
 


8. Future site plans should either be submitted for Traffic Circulation Layout approval prior to 
building permit.  Follow all DPM and IDO Requirements. 
 
NOTES: Neighborhood was notified about new IDO requirements for queuing and the new 
queuing analysis required by the City of Albuquerque for the drive-thru restaurants. 
There was concern about narrowness of drive aisle for existing Coors Pavillion and back-up

ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 


• Hydrology needs an approved Grading and Drainage Plan or an approved Drainage 
Master Plan is required prior to approval of Preliminary Plat.  This has been submitted to 
Hydrology on 4/18/22 (G11D067) and is currently in the que.  This should be reviewed 
sometime next week. 


• The wording for the existing serge pond at the northwest corner seems wrong for a plat 
(“Revocable and Temporary stormwater Drainage License”.  Based on drainage 
calculations, a permanent drainage easement needs to be shown on the plat. 


• There are several private drainage easements shown on the plat.  However, Lot 9 does 
not currently have an easement going to it. Is this an oversite?  Would it be better to just 
have a Blanket Cross Lot Drainage Easement and sheet drain the lots till you need a 
specific private detention pond for the lots and private storm pipe outfall connection to 
the existing 36-in storm drain. 


• Infrastructure List - Remove all private storm drain with inlets line items. Or if you wish to 
keep, then please note that all items will have to meet City standards with inlets, and 
either RCP or HDPPP only for the storm pipe. 


• Hydrology recommends a deferral to May 4th.

• All Site Plan sheets must be sealed and signed by a design professional licensed in the 
State of New Mexico.  
 


• The Solid Waste signature must be obtained on the Site Plan Amendment.  
 


• Confirm if a Shared Parking Agreement exists and/or is a requirement; surrounding 
buildings have used the subject property as a parking lot.  
 
Update 4/5/22: Staff was not able to confirm the freestanding signage on the Site 
Plan. 


• Confirm if any freestanding signage is proposed.   
 


• Confirm if sufficient street frontage landscaping is provided per 5-6(D) of the IDO.  
 


• The walls/fences proposed on the Site Plan Amendment must meet 507(D) of the IDO, 
including the enclosure.  
 
Update 4/26/22: 


• The Project Number needs to be corrected to PR-2019-003021.  
 


• A note must be added to the Site Plan Amendment noting the Sidewalk Waiver along 
Louisiana.

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Update 4/5/22: 


• An Infrastructure List was added. A recorded IIA must be submitted prior to final sign-
off from Planning. 


 
• A Sidewalk Waiver application has been applied for from the requirement to construct 


a sidewalk along Louisiana (within a Major Transit Corridor inside a center) 10 – 12 
feet in width. In their waiver application, the applicant notes that an existing retaining 
wall and several obstructions prevent widening the sidewalk to meet the 
requirement. Per staff’s analysis, the applicant has justified the waiver.  
 


• The applicant has met the requirement for an analysis of climatic and geographic 
responsiveness.  The applicant is achieving several site plan design elements that will 
improve solar responsiveness.  The applicant is also capturing eastern views of the 
mountains. 
 


• The applicant has met the building façade requirements outlined in IDO 5-11(D).
