Bulk Plat. The Parks and Recreation Department does not object to a bulk land plat. In past meetings,
the Parks and Recreation Department agreed that the Central Park is still inaccessible and other
improvements could be made to meet the requirements outlined in the Parks Agreement. If these
larger tracts are to be further divided into residential parcels, more information will be needed as to
how the parks requirements will be satisfied.

(FYI...this would be a good time to start discussions/emails from the applicant to PRD on alternatives to
the Central Park requirement. PRD suggested relocation of the dog park as potential credit, but we
need park credit potentials outlined in emails before further actions.)
