Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next
submittal.

1. Serviceability Letter #211128 is in reviewing and will set the criteria for service. An executed
serviceability letter is required prior to approval to identify the required infrastructure for the
platting action.

2. This project is outside of the adopted service area:

a. Development Agreement R-07-32 is applicable to this area and provides the Board
approval for development. No further Board actions is required at this time.

3. Infrastructure List:

a. Please coordinate direct with the ABCUW A upon issuance of the serviceability letter
such that the infrastructure list items can be finalized. Upon initial review, several
items will need changes, such as the 30-inch main along Tract K needing to be
included in this list. The sanitary force main is to have two parallel lines per the
Master Plan. These should both go in up front. The non-potable main should extend
west across the entire platted area.

b. Please provide a utility plan to assist in the review of the infrastructure list. This shall
include water, sanitary sewer and non-potable.

c. Improvements are anticipated to be required for this project. Upon issuance of the
Serviceability Letter, include the public infrastructure items in the infrastructure list.

d. Changes are necessary to the infrastructure list to ensure compliance with the Stantec
report which covers this area.

e. Revisions to the required infrastructure sizing shown in the Stantec report may be
allowed if supporting justification is provided. This would typically include a more
detailed analysis of this area in the context of the entire Level B area.

f. A sewer pump station is also required for this area to gain service. The applicant shall
provide the anticipated flow from this development area compared with the total
anticipated build-out flows to the pump station. This information is necessary to size
the force main coming from the pump station.

g. The lift station and force main need to be included in the infrastructure list.

h. The non-potable line is currently required to be a 16-inch diameter main. This is based
upon a draft non-potable master plan for Mesa del Sol. A final version of this report is
required to confirm the non-potable main sizing.

The Parks and Recreation Department does not object to a bulk land plat. In past meetings, the Parks
and Recreation Department agreed that the Central Park is still inaccessible and other improvements
could be made to meet the requirements outlined in the Parks Agreement. If these larger tracts are to
be further divided into residential parcels, more information will be needed as to how the parks
requirements will be satisfied.

(FYI...this would be a good time to start discussions/emails from the applicant to PRD on alternatives to
the Central Park requirement. PRD suggested relocation of the dog park as potential credit, but we
need park credit potentials outlined in emails before further actions.)
