1. If coordinating sidewalk with NMDOT, call out proposed sidewalk along site
frontage, and mention that it shall be built per an NMDOT permit. The existing
ramp to Coors right-of-way appears to exceed the maximum slope and would
need to be modified to incorporate two directions of pedestrian traffic.

2. Use keyed notes to call out striping for the channelization of traffic. Call out
spacing and length of striping as well as appropriate color. Designate lane widths.

3. Incorporate “Do Not Enter” signage and “One-way” signage for the egress from
the car wash. Label the directional arrows.

4. Incorporate motorcycle parking as part of the IDO requirements with a keyed note
on the site plan.

The easement adjacent to
this waterline cannot be removed unless the waterline is removed, it is currently abandoned in
place. This waterline is in close proximity to the building.

5. Is there a new or existing shared parking agreement or access easement in place? It appears all 12 parking
spaces shown were created prior to construction of site, as part of Popeye’s location to the South.

6. Reference standards of IDO section 5-5-I(1) for Vehicle Stacking Spaces. All provisions must be met.

7. Clarify all Wall/Fence location(s) and height. Retaining wall only shown on C101, but no elevations given to
show materials used. Must meet standards of 5-7-D and separate Wall Permit obtained for any wall/fence.

8. Clarify directional facing of Elevations — they do not appear to match with directional indications on SDP pages.

9. Facade design on street-facing elevations must incorporate design features as per IDO section 14-5-11-(E).
Provide detail on how meeting those requirements.

10. Page DD1B shows Monument Sign Detail — but sign exhibited is a Freestanding Sign shown.

11. Electronic sign portion of Freestanding Sign must meet all standards of IDO 5-12(H) for Illumination, Brightness,
and Images.

12. Provide measurement from property line to Freestanding sign.

13. Building Mounted sign referenced on DD2.0. All sighage must meet requirements of IDO 5-12, CPO-2 and VPO-1.

1. MPOS property is located within 330-ft of the subject site, however 4-3(D)(16)(c) was
found to not apply due to the timing of the application. The Open Space commented
that the site is particularly vulnerable to erosion”...and wanted “to ensure all run-off will
be diverted away from MPOS and the adjacent Lower Corrales Main Canal” and
additional buffers during construction.”

2. The application and NOD discuss neighborhood comments requesting an upgrade to the
landscape buffer. This area is clouded on the Landscape Plan. Is this the final version?

3. The Parks and Recreation Department (PRD) is a partner with the Nature Conservancy
who developed a Climate Ready Tree List for Albuquerque. Please swap out trees that
are not on the list, and higher water use, with trees that are on the Climate Ready list
(here: NMFO Climate-Ready Trees Lists (nature.org)). Raywood Ash is not on the
Climate Ready list - please comment if this tree is chosen because landscape buffer
areas are intended to be water quality swales.

In addition, Trees must be recommended by the Official Albuguerque Plant Palette:
Official Albuquerque Plant Palette and Sizing List-2018-07-03.xlsx (cabg.gov) per IDO
Section 14-16-5-6(C)(4)(b).
