Please 
confirm that the applicant will maintain the multi-purpose trail in perpetuity, and add a note.  
PRD requests the applicant consider wrapping the trail around the intersection and head west 
on Bluewater until it joins with bike lane as this seems the safest alternative. 
 
01-05-2022 
Development Process Manual (DPM) pages 394-396 indicate that a multipurpose trail should be 
a minimum of 5-ft from the curb. 
It must be noted that trail maintenance will be the owner’s responsibility not the PRD.
