1. For the one-way aisle within the drive-thru, add directional arrows on the pavement
on the site plan along with a One-way sign.

2. For the handicapped ramp at the accessible aisle, ensure that there is a minimum 4-
foot dimension between the wing of the ramp and the corner of the building. (Add a
dimension at the pinchpoint around the main entrance.) The configuration of
ramps/flush pavement is not clear along the entrance.

3. On the site plan, indicate which type of curb shall be used since there are multiple
details associated with 2415.

4. On 98" Street, use a clear sight triangle for intersection sight distance (See DPM for
intersection sight distance due to road speed) to be sure that there are no conflicts
with the proposed landscaping. Add the note “Landscaping, fencing and signing will
not interfere with clear sight requirements. Therefore, signs, walls, trees, and
shrubbery between 3 and 8 feet tall (as measured from the gutter pan) will not be
acceptable in the clear sight triangle.”

5. The site plan that is approved at DRB cannot say “Preliminary Not for Construction”.

The Parks and Recreation Department (PRD) is a partner with the Nature Conservancy who developed a
Climate Ready Tree List for Albuquerque here: NMFO Climate-Ready Trees Lists (nature.org), and it is
recommended to use trees on this list. Please revise the Yaupon Holly and Shumard Red Oak.

Per IDO Section 5-6(C)(5)(e)Organic mulch is
required as ground cover under trees within
a 5-foot radius around the tree trunk, but
not directly against the trunk. In these
areas, weed barrier fabric is prohibited.
