spaces for Warehouse (note: the motorcycle and bicycle requirements are much higher than required).

6. Building Mounted Signage, shown on page SDP-2, must comply with JCMP Section 2.2.7, which limits
signage area to 6% of the wall area to which it is mounted, and no larger than 100 square feet. Signage
“designated-areas” on building exceed 100 square feet (6’x24° = 144 sq ft), and appear to exceed the overall
allowed percentage, as well (noted at 6.7%).

7. Signage Note on page SDP-2 references complying with the Atrisco Business Park Masterplan (not JCMP).

8. Building Design appears to meet basic requirements of JCMP and submittal includes approval from Journal
Center ARC regarding design and colors.

Regarding the above referenced DRB application, I respectfully submit the following comments:

Ensure adequate lighting throughout the project — exterior lighting on the office space,
warehouse, parking lots and refuse disposal/dumpster areas.

Ensure natural surveillance and clear lines of sight throughout the project. Natural surveillance
requires a space free from natural and physical barrier. Establish a clear line of sight from the
building to the street and the street to the building.

Ensure that landscaping is installed so as not to obstruct windows, doors, entryways or lighting.
Maintain landscaping for visibility; trees should be trimmed to a canopy of six (6) feet and
bushes should be trimmed to three (3) feet.

Limit and clearly delineate access to the property; i.e. Employee Parking, Customer/Client
Parking, Customer/Client Entrance, Employee-only areas and Delivery.

Provide signage that clearly directs the customer/client to the appropriate entrance.

Ensure controlled access to the building through use of adequate door and lock systems.
Control access between customer/client areas and employee-only areas.

Consider video surveillance systems to monitor the office space, including entrance and exit
points, parking lots, and any sensitive areas such as cash handling and the storage areas.
Utilize video surveillance to enhance visibility to areas of reduced natural surveillance.

Ensure that addresses are posted and clearly visible.

Create a clear transition from public to semi-public to semi-private to private space throughout
the project.

Install No Trespassing signs that cite the City Ordinance so that they are visible immediately
upon entering the property.

In locations not identified on the
LRBS or the BTFP maps, bikeways and/or trails may be required if they connect or close
a gap in the existing system.

The North Diversion Channel is a Major Arroyo and therefore the property lines abutting the
arroyo are subject to those regulations for walls, landscape, etc. Chain link fencing is not
permitted. Please check citations noted below. If a wall is required, review 5-7(E)(2), 5-7(E)(3).

Wall Design, and 5-7(E)(4) Walls Adjacent to Major Arroyos or Major Public Open Space, and
the DPM for additional standards regarding articulation, etc.

IDO Citations Related to Major Arroyos:

5-6(C)(4)(e) Landscaping abutting arroyos shall consist of native plants that are included
on the Official Albuguerque Plant Palette.

5-6(D)(2) Additional Frontage Landscaping, 5-6(D)(2)(a) General, Commercial and mixed-
use buildings with a footprint of more than 50,000 square feet shall have at least 1 tree
and 3 shrubs planted every 30 feet along the length of any facade facing a City park or
trail, Major Public Open Space, or major arroyo.

5-6(F)(3) Abutting Arroyos or Major Public Open Space, When a parking lot is located
abutting a major arroyo or any Major Public Open Space, screening shall be provided via
one of the following options:

o 5-6(F)(3)(a) Walls or fencing a minimum of 6 feet high; fencing requires
landscaping with evergreen shrubs or vines to form a screen at least 75 percent
opaque.

o 5-6(F)(3)(b) Shrubs and trees sufficient to act as a screen at least 4 feet high and
at least 75 percent opaque.

5-6(G)(4) Outdoor Storage Areas for Vehicles, Equipment, and Materials Areas where
motor vehicles, including but not limited to automobiles, trucks, trailers, recreational

vehicles, boats, equipment, and/or materials, are stored outside and are typically not
moved within a consecutive 7-day period, and that are adjacent to any Residential zone
district, a lot containing a residential use in any Mixed-use zone district, a City park,
Major Public Open Space, public trail, or major arroyo, shall be screened from view by a
vegetative screen or by an opaque decorative wall or fence at least 7 feet and no more
than 8 feet high that incorporates at least 1 of the primary materials and colors of the
nearest wall of the primary building (but excluding exposed CMU block).
