SUBJECT:  Site Plan 
 
 
ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 
 


1. Update Fire-One Plan with an accessway that matches the most current layout. 
 
2. For the 6-foot ADA pathway to the right-of-way, label the small segment of sidewalk 


when tying into the sidewalk along 106th Street.  
 


3. Dimension all on-site sidewalk and provide dimensions and curb radii for the turn-
around for the west side of the parking lot.      


 
4. On 106th Street, the minimum right-of-way width for a major collector street is 62 feet 


which should be incorporated into the ultimate section.  Show ultimate roadway width 
which should include a minimum of three lanes.  On the site plan, the sidewalk is 
shown a certain distance from the right-of-way line whereas the cross-section shows 
the sidewalk up against the right-of-way line; clear up the discrepancy.  (Overall 
roadway width requirements shown on infrastructure list for this project are 
adequate.) 
 


5. For Central Avenue, roadway shall be widened to take into account COA standards 
for bike lane width and separation from driving lanes on a regional principal arterial 
road.    


 
6. Include dimensioning and curb radii for the turn-around for Sunset Gardens.  A public 


roadway easement will be required for the portion of the turn-around that extends 
outside of public right-of-way.

• The project and application numbers need to be added to the Site Plan prior to 
distribution of the Site Plans to the DRB members for their e-signatures.  
 


• The Solid Waste signature must be obtained on the Site Plans prior to final sign-off of 
the Site Plan from Planning.  
 
Update 2/4/22: There is a question if faux windows qualify as “b. Windows on 
upper floors.” Per IDO 5-11 (E) 2 (a) General Façade requirements. 
The IDO definition of Window refers to ‘Transparent Window or Door’ and requires 
some transmittance of light. 


• The applicant must confirm that the Façade Design requirements of 5-11(E) of the IDO 
are being met in a comment response letter and how they are being met.  


 
• The Site Plan sheets must be sealed and signed by a design professional licensed in the 


State of New Mexico.  
 


• Staff requests that the applicant consider having motion lights on the second and third 
floors of the proposed building to mitigate the visual impact of the lighting on the upper 
floors of the proposed building on surrounding properties.  
 


• A new set of elevations is needed to clearly depict the building design.  Color elevations 
depicting the proposed building are requested by staff.  
 


• An Infrastructure List is included with this Site Plan. Therefore, a recorded IIA will be 
required prior to final sign off of the Site Plan from Planning.  
 


• These are preliminary Planning comments, and there could be additional and/or revised 
Planning comments on this application.  
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Updated 1/7/22:  
14-16-5-8(D)(11) 
 
All sources of light for non-residential development (excluding uses in the 
Lodging category) other than outdoor light fixtures as regulated above that are 
visible from the property line shall not exceed 300 foot lamberts as measured 
from the property line. 
 
5-8(D)(11)(a) In UC-MS-PT areas, if the non-residential development is located 
within 10 feet of the property line, this measurement is taken 
from the mid-point of the abutting right-of-way, or from a 
distance of 50 feet, whichever is closer.
