b. Currently, water and sewer mains front the property on the west and south sides.
Plat:

a. The structures on the smaller southwest corner tract will be required to establish separate water
and sewer services. They will need to be separated from the larger tract and a separate account
established. Confirmation of both the separate accounts and separate services is required prior to
plat approval.

Easements:

a. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for
standard sized water meters need to be 5°x5° and include the length of the water service if located
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35°x35° easement is required.
Actual easement widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed.

b. The surveyor shall field verify the location of existing private water and/or private sanitary sewer
services to determine if private service easements are needed to preserve the existing service(s) for
the newly created lots. The width of the private service easement shall be determined by the
engineer or surveyor.

1. Along with platting action, curb and sidewalk is required along frontage of site on the 1-25
frontage road and Del Rey per ordinance. However, because the |-25 frontage road is
within NMDOT jurisdiction, the DOT has to determine the exact requirements along the
site.

2. Specifically for Del Rey, include the full asphalt pavement section according to DPM
requirements for a local roadway section, and include standard curb and gutter per COA
requirements and a 5-foot sidewalk.

3. Provide roadway cross-sections along the frontage of the site that show all roadway
elements and right-of-way limits to ensure that there is sufficient right-of-way.

4. Roadway improvements would need to be placed onto an infrastructure list. Work order
would be required for the improvements.
