However, there are several comments related to
the proposed future development on the property.

Property is zoned MX-L, and must meet Dimensional Standards of IDO 5-1(D) and Table 5-1-2.

Property is in an Area of Change and is abutting R-1B Residential properties in an Area of Consistency.

Future Development must meet landscaping and buffer requirements of IDO section 5-6(E)(5), Table 5-6-5.
Parking is not allowed within the required landscape buffer area, as per IDO 5-6(F)(1)(e), and must meet
all requirements of IDO 5-5, Parking & Loading.

Landscaping must meet all requirements of IDO 5-6, Landscaping, Buffering, and Screening, including
screening of Refuse area from view from street, as per IDO 5-6(G)(3).

Property is located within the Kirtland AFB Mility Influence Area; future development must make referrals
to commenting agencies, as per IDO 6-4(J).

Property is located within the Airport Protection Overly Zone and Air Space Protection Sub-Area, and must
meet applicable requirements of IDO section APO 3-3, including height and reflectivity restrictions.
