Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next 
submittal. 


1.  The Water Authority’s preference is to master meter multifamily projects. This typically requires a larger 
meter, 3” or greater, which must be place into a meter vault. The meter vault requires a 35’x35’ easement 
and needs to be considered in the site plan. 


2. Public water distribution mains front the property on both sides. Public sewer collection mains are 
available in San Mateo, but not Southern. 


3. Request an availability/serviceability statement online at the following link:  
http://www.abcwua.org/Availability_Statements.aspx. Requests shall include fire marshal 
requirements. An executed statement must be obtained prior to approval.  


4. This project is within the adopted service area.  
5. Pro rata is not owed for this property.

6. Utility Plan: 
a. Provide a utility plan that indicates the location of proposed services. 
b. Show existing public water and public sewer mains and any associated easements on the utility 


plan. 
c. Dimension the public water and public sewer easements on the utility plan. 
d. Coordinate with NM 811 to field locate and survey the existing public water and sewer 


infrastructure. If existing infrastructure is not within the existing easements, dedicate additional 
easement to provide the minimum widths over the actual pipe locations. 


7. Infrastructure List: 
a. The improvements required in the Availability Statement, IF ANY, shall be incorporated into the 


infrastructure list. 
8. Plat: 


a. No objections to the lot line removal.  
9. Easements: 


a. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be 
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required 
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for 
standard sized water meters need to be 5’x5’ and include the length of the water service if located 
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35’x35’ easement is required.

1. The San Mateo Blvd. right-of-way shall be set behind the public 6’ sidewalk. A minimum 
4-foot wide ADA pathway shall be provided around obstacles such as trees per the new 
DPM standards. Provide any infrastructure, and dedicate any right-of-way as necessary.   
 


2. Approximate right-of-way dedication at the corner of Southern and San Mateo appears 
to be sufficient to accommodate any sight distance concerns.  Please provide 
dimensioning to further define this corner.  Also, the curb ramp will need to be replaced 
to meet current ADA and COA standards. 
 


3. Public infrastructure shall be placed onto an infrastructure list. 
 


4. The site plan shall go through a separate action for approval and shall follow platting 
action.  Submit for full review.  A few items of concern include the drive aisles do not 
meet minimum width requirements and the proximity of the San Mateo access to the 
median opening which could produce vehicular conflicts with the median opening.  
Accessways shall be ADA-compatible. Please follow the IDO and DPM requirements for 
traffic circulation layout design.

 For Platting actions, all signatures from the surveyor, property owner(s), the City 


Surveyor, the utility companies, and AMAFCA are all required prior to the acceptance of 
the application file and the placement on a DRB agenda. After acceptance of the Plat 
application, DXF approval from AGIS must be obtained and the project and application 
numbers must be added to the Plat.  
 


 The applicant will need to work with Transportation, Hydrology, and Water Authority 
members on submitting the required items per checklist form S for platting actions 
and/or form P for Site Plans (if a Site Plan – DRB or a Major Site Plan Amendment – DRB 
is required). Obtain all required signatures as a part of the application submittal process.  
 


 All Plan sheets must be sealed and signed by a design professional licensed in the State 
of New Mexico.   
Any future Landscape Plans must be sealed and signed by a Landscape Architect 
licensed in the State of New Mexico.  
 


 All standards within IDO section 5-4-C (Subdivision of Land Compliance) apply to all re-
platting actions. Re-plating action cannot increase any existing nonconformity or create 
a new nonconformity. 
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 Future development must meet all applicable standards and provisions of the IDO and 


DPM. Plans must demonstrate how required standards are being met. No EPC and/or 
DRB Site Plan governs the site. The proposed development as depicted on the Sketch 
Plat will require a Site Plan – Administrative approval provided that 6-5(G) of the IDO is 
met, including the proposed development not requiring major public infrastructure.
