Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next
submittal.

1. The Water Authority will require public water and public sewer easements for all the existing lines within
the project area. There are several water, sewer, and non-potable mains existing.

2. Access to the Water Authority site east of Jefferson does not appear to be affected. As the project is further
refined, access to this site must be maintained.

3. Easements:

a. Include all public water and/or sanitary sewer easements on the plat, including those that are
adjacent to the subject property’s boundaries. Surveyor shall field verify the location of existing
public water and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to determine if existing public water and/or
sanitary sewer easements are sufficient. If the easement(s) does not exist, a new easement shall be
granted. The width of the easement shall be the standard width, unless specified by the Water
Authority.

b. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required
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for a single utility and 25 for water and sewer both within the same easement. Actual easement
widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed.

c. Ifexisting conditions consist of a shared easement with public waterline and/or sanitary sewer along
with other utilities, this existing easement may remain as is without the need for an exclusive
easement, as approved by the Water Authority.

4. Information Only:
a. This project is within the adopted service area.
b. Pro rata is not owed for this property.

For the ramp with landings shown, indicate slopes and lengths of ramps and
landings. Follow ADA regulations for maximum slopes and any handrail
requirements.

For the vehicular routing shown on Jefferson, what is the traffic control at the Balloon
Museum/ Jefferson intersection? For the alignment shift through the intersection,
include necessary transition lengths and signing based on the speed limit.

Line up the proposed driveway for the bus drop-off with the street across Balloon
Museum Drive and provide curb radii needed for the necessary turning movements.
Drive entrance shall be ADA-compatible.

For all proposed roadways and pedestrian paths, show all existing facilities for
connectivity purposes. For all new facilities, indicate lane widths and pedestrian way
widths. Meet the DPM standards according to roadway classification for all roadway
elements.

Although the future widening of Alameda Boulevard will not be tied to this action, it is
noted that it operates at a limited capacity in general. When will it be proposed to
widen Alameda Boulevard?
