Surveyor shall field verify the location of existing 
public water and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure to determine if existing public water and/or 
sanitary sewer easements are sufficient. If the easement(s) does not exist, a new easement shall be 
granted. The width of the easement shall be the standard width, unless specified by the Water 
Authority.  


b. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be 
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required 
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for 
standard sized water meters need to be 5’x5’ and include the length of the water service if located 
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35’x35’ easement is required.

1. A minimum 20-foot wide right-of-way is required for an alleyway.   


 
2. The minimum sidewalk width requirement is 5 feet for both adjacent streets.  A landscape 


buffer per DPM requirements for local streets should be incorporated for these local streets. 
(Provide a cross-section for each of these streets that demonstrate these requirements and 
sufficient right-of-way.) 
 


3. Seek both Fire Marshall and Solid Waste Approval for the proposed access. 
 


4. If all parking requirements are taken care of on-site, and there is no access proposed off of 
the alleyway for this site (as was proposed previously), then no additional right-of-way shall 
be required to accommodate site traffic on the alleyway or on-street parking.    


 
5. If future development is not going to be submitted to DRB, a TCL (Traffic Circulation Layout)
