All standards within IDO section 5-4-C (Subdivision of Land Compliance) apply to all re-platting
actions. Re-plating action cannot increase any existing nonconformity or create a new
nonconformity.

The site is within an Area of Consistency where Contextual Standards to lot size apply. Additionally,
the proposed re-plat would create a lot (through lot consolidation) approximately 9,195.5 square
feet in size, which is less than the 10,000 square foot minimum lot size in the R-1D zone district.
However, this proposed re-plat appears to decrease the extent of nonconformity from both the
Contextual Standards and the extent of nonconformity from the minimum lot size requirements in
the R-1D zone district, and Section 5-4-C regarding nonconforming lots would apply and a Variance(s)
and/or Deviation(s) to lot size would not be required.
