Subject properties currently don’t comply with the required lot size of 10,000 square feet in the R-1D zone category. My clients wish to remove the lot line between both properties and combine the lots to 1 lot that will be closer to the required 10,000 square feet. The process to accomplish this action is a minor subdivision. Relevant sections of the IDO are 5-4 SUBDIVISION OF LAND and 6-6(K) SUBDIVISION OF LAND – MINOR.

An attempt was made to distinguish the block to determine contextual standards, but I was unable to determine the block.

If the lot does not meet contextual standards, I believe this section below of the IDO applies because combining both lots into 1 lot will meaningfully decrease the degree of the already existing nonconformity. 
5-4(C)(1)(b) Nonconforming lots may be replatted without requiring Variance to lot size if the replat meaningfully decreases the degree of already existing nonconformity.

Please confirm that section 5-4(C)(1)(b) applies.

The lot acreage of the combined lots will be .2111 acres totaling approximately 9195.516 sq ft.

The existing lots are not exactly split in half, but each lot is close to .1055 acres, which is significantly more non-conforming than the combined lot will be.

Please let me know if any other issues need to be addressed to accomplish combing the 2 lots.
