Actual easement widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed.

c. Side yard easements are not acceptable for public waterline or sanitary sewer. If no other corridor is
available for such extensions, a separate tract that is owned and maintained by the Homeowners
Association (HOA) shall be created and an exclusive public water and/or sanitary sewer easement
shall be granted to the Water Authority along this tract.

Properties are zoned MX-T, Mixed Use Transition zone, and must meet all Dimensional standards as per
IDO section 5-1(D), Table 5-1-2. I would defer to Planning for further discussion on required Setbacks for a
residential development, in this situation, as the minimum 5 foot front setback would not seem appropriate.
Regardless of the minimum front setback determination, there is a required 20 foot driveway in low density
residential development, as per IDO section 5-3(C)(3)(b).

Lot 4 is located in an Area of Consistency, and lots 5 and 6 are located in an Area of Change. All are
adjacent to residential Areas of Consistency. Typically, when an Area of Change is abutting and Area of
Consistency, there would be required buffer areas, as per IDO section 5-6(E)(5), Table 5-6-5. However, as
the proposed use is a low density residential development, I believe this would be exempted, as per the
Specific Standards cited by Table 5-6-5 in IDO section 5-6(E)(2), Development next to Low-Density
Residential Zone Districts. This section only applies to “multi-family, mixed-use, or non-residential
development.”

Must comply with IDO sections 5-3 Access and Connectivity and 5-4 Subdivision of Land.

Future Development must meet all standards of the IDO, DPM, or other adopted City regulations.
