1. 5th Street is shown as a 60-foot right-of-way width and has proposed bike lanes per the 
MRCOG Plan; it is a Principal Arterial.  Provide cross-section for how a bike lane will fit 
within the roadway cross-section to determine right-of-way needs.  If maintaining this at 
a 60-foot right-of-way width, provide justification letter for maintaining a width under the 
minimum required right-of-way width.  


2. The 16-foot wide alleyway width is under the required 20-foot right-of-way width.  There 
also appears to be a shed that needs to be relocated outside of the right-of-way, and it 
looks unused and unpaved.  If an alleyway right-of-way is intended to be kept in place, 
the requirement would be to remove any structures and pave it for access.  


3. Any unused curb cuts shall be removed for future development. 
4. If future development is not going to be submitted to DRB, a TCL (Traffic Circulation
