1. Property is zoned NR-LM (Non-Residential Light Manufacturing), and must meet Dimensional standards as
per IDO section 5-1(E), Table 5-1-3.
Replat of property cannot create a nonconformity to the IDO or increase an existing nonconformity.
Replat must meet requirements of IDO sections 5-2 Site Design and Sensitive Lands, 5-3 Access &
Connectivity and 5-4 Subdivision of Land.

4, Property is located in the Railroad Spur Area, and may require Cumulative Impact studies, as per IDO
sections 5-2(F) and 6-4(H).

5. Property is located within the Kirtland AFB Military Influence Area: development submittals must include

referrals to commenting agencies, as per IDO section 6-4(J).
6. Property is located in the APO (Airport Protection Overlay), IDO 3-3, including the Air Space Protection,

Runway Protection, and Noise Contour Sub-areas. Future development must meet related requirements.

ENGINEERING COMMENTS:

1. Coordinate with Sunport Boulevard construction. Coordinate with Bernalillo County prior to
moving forward with site plan action. Provide agreed upon right-of-way dedication per the
Sunport Blvd. project.

2. Broadway Boulevard is a regional principal arterial. Make sure that it meets DPM criteria for
minimum right-of-way width, roadway section, and sidewalk widths. Provide landscape buffer
between curb and sidewalk.

3. Overall site plan concept looks acceptable. Submit truck turning template for design vehicle
to ensure that aisle widths are adequate. There is a potential for left turn in conflicts due to
proximity to existing drive to the north.

4. Submit proposed site plan for a Traffic Circulation Layout review. Follow all applicable
standards in the IDO and DPM. If providing a site plan to DRB, a conceptual TCL is required
for approval prior to DRB submittal. A second TCL submittal is required prior to building
permit to incorporate necessary details.

5. Fill out Traffic Scoping Form to determine any Traffic Impact Study requirements.

6. Development of Arno Street along site frontage is required. Provide a road cross-section,
including curb and sidewalk along frontage. At minimum two-way traffic shall be provided. A
turn-around shall be provided for the dead-end street.

7. All public roadway improvements shall be placed onto an infrastructure list and built per work
order.
