• Hydrology has an approved Grading Plan (C20D085).  However, it appears that the 
proposed scour wall is within AMAFCA’s Drainage Easement that is to be recorded.  
Therefore, Hydrology will need to approve an update Grading & Drainage Plan along 
with AMAFACA approval. 


• Per the IDO § 6-4(Q), the property owner of the property is responsible for building the 
adjacent half of Alameda Blvd. to include curb & gutter, and sidewalk. Therefore, an 
Infrastructure List will be needed for Preliminary Plat.

ENGINEERING COMMENTS: 
 


1. 30’ right-of-way dedication is required along Alameda, as North Albuquerque Acres 
roadway is currently in easement and requires right-of-way. 
 


2. Label edge of roadway to property line and show right-of-way width and roadway width 
for Alameda Blvd. to make sure it meets minimum requirements for the roadway 
classification.   Alameda Blvd. in this stretch is a proposed principal arterial. 
 


3. Per IDO and DPM requirements, curb, gutter and 6-foot sidewalk is requested.  Any 
waiver request would officially need to be submitted as a DRB action item.

COMMENTS: 
1.  Property is zoned PD, Planned Development.Zone. The old zoning designation was R-D Residential. 


Dimensional and Development standards are dependent on the approved use of the property, which is 
generally dictated by an EPC Site Plan. This is typically done in conjunction with a Zone Change to PD, as 
per section IDO 2-6(A)(3), Planned Development Zone Districts.  


2. Must follow IDO 5-2 Site Design and Sensitive Lands, including Major Arroyo Standards, IDO 5-2(I). 
Development involving sensitive lands must seek development through Site-Plan EPC, per IDO 5-2(C)(4). 


3. Re-plat of the property must follow 5-4, Subdivision of Land. Within IDO 5-4(C), Compliance with Zoning 
Requirements, it states:  
5-4(C)(6)     In the PD and NR-SU zone districts, and for development in any zone district on a site 5 acres 
or greater adjacent to Major Public Open Space, an approved Site Plan – EPC is required prior to any 
platting action. In the PC zone district, an approved Framework Plan is required prior to any platting 
action. Subsequent platting must conform to the approved plans. 
We will defer to Planning for further comment on this procedure, but believe that an approved Site-Plan 
EPC and/or Zone Change request must be done in conjunction or prior to any platting action.

 For Platting actions, all signatures from the surveyor, property owner(s), the City 


Surveyor, the utility companies, and AMAFCA are all required prior to the acceptance of 
the application file and the placement on a DRB agenda. After acceptance of the Plat 
application, DXF approval from AGIS must be obtained and the project and application 
numbers must be added to the Plat.  
 


 The applicant will need to work with Transportation, Hydrology, and Water Authority 
members on submitting the required items per checklist form S for platting actions. 
Obtain all required signatures as a part of the application submittal process.  
 


 All Plan sheets must be sealed and signed by a design professional licensed in the State 
of New Mexico.   
Any future Landscape Plans must be sealed and signed by a Landscape Architect 
licensed in the State of New Mexico.  
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 Future development must meet all applicable standards and provisions of the 
IDO and the DPM.  *Plans must demonstrate how standards are being met.
