ENGINEERING COMMENTS:

e Hydrology will need a grading and drainage plan to define the drainage for the proposed
plat. It is not clear where drainage is currently routed and will need to demonstrate there
is an acceptable drainage for the proposed subdivision.

e There are some concerns of the proposed and existing easements as there are
structures and or other encroachments within the easements. (e.g. the shed in the
middle of easement #3). It is suggested the easements (existing and proposed) be
reviewed to ensure they are being utilized properly in practice.

¢ Any future plans an approved grading and drainage plan is required prior to Building
Permit if one of these conditions is met. (500 cy of grading, 1,000 sf of proposed
building, or 10,000 sf of proposed paving).

ABCWUA Comment:

Please provide written description of how the following comments were addressed with the next
submittal.

1. The subject parcel(s) have an existing ABCWUA water and sewer account.

2. Public water distribution mains and public sewer collection mains front the property and are available for
direct tapping for a routine service connection. Each Lot need to have individual account, sewer service &
water service.

3. This project is within the adopted service area.
4. Pro rata is not owed for this property.
5. Easements:

a. Exclusive public water and sanitary sewer easements are required for all public lines that are to be
constructed outside of any dedicated rights-of-way. A minimum width easement of 20’ is required
for a single utility and 25’ for water and sewer both within the same easement. Easements for
standard sized water meters need to be 5°x5° and include the length of the water service if located
on private property. For larger meters that require a meter vault, a 35°x35’° easement is required.
Actual easement widths may vary depending on the depth of the lines to be installed.

b. When existing infrastructure is located along the property frontage(s), but plans are uncertain and
no Availability Statement is being required, the following language shall be included on the plat
for approval:

i. “Existing public water and/or sanitary sewer infrastructure may not be constructed or sized
to adequately serve potential future development. Improvement or upsizing of existing
public infrastructure may be required as a condition of future development approval.”

c. For plats that create residential lots (i.e. single family), an infrastructure list will be required for the
fire hydrants required by the City Fire Marshal’s Office (FMO), even if no additional
infrastructure is required. This is to ensure that the fire hydrants are installed as the City FMO does
not have a mechanism to confirm the installation of fire hydrants for residential uses. If a fire
hydrant is included on an infrastructure list, the City requires this installation to be completed with
a work order and not a Water Authority mini work order.

d. Separate accounts shall be established for those proposed lots containing the existing dwellings
prior to approval. Separate water and sanitary sewer services shall also be installed for the lots with
existing dwellings prior to approval. Confirmation of both the separate accounts and separate
services is required prior to plat approval.

e. Coordinate with NM 811 to field locate and survey the existing public water and sewer
infrastructure. If existing infrastructure is not within the existing easements, dedicate additional
easement to provide the minimum widths over the actual pipe locations.

In that case, all lot lines would be considered side
lot lines. For a through lot, the property owner may designate which of the 2 lot lines is the front lot line.
