Discussion with Terry on Verdot 2-4-25
1.  I dedicated a considerable amount of time when speaking with Ron about lots of topics related to Verdot for about an hour or more.  Seems the only thing that came out of the meeting was Tierra west didn’t want to do a predictive analysis of crashes.
What is your understanding of the City’s, the States, and the World’s move to a Vision Zero concept and how it may apply to Verdot?
Why are you so stuck on having an intersectio at Unser/Black Arroyo?  
This is a limited access roadway.  What does that mean to you? 
I mentioned to Ron that he could send me three Access/safety studies so I could the recommendations and 5 years of crash reports at this location to see how they  did.  He didn’t want to do it.
Mountain Rehab.  One of you recommendations was to discontinue Woodward Rd at Lomas as a way to justify an apparent unnecssary driveway on Mountain Rd and not one case that did not contain no driveway on Mout ain.  Seems not objective  So how would this Access study be any diffeernet?
 
2.  No NBL- There is no reason to put it in the study, so why study it?  Why introduce an intersection where the crashes will be severe, when there are options that mitigate this issue, that Tierra west has repetiteley .  When you distribute the trips 70 around the 5 other streets, the impacts will be negligeable
If you want to see how trips will distribute with an intersection at Unser and black arroyo you still have two safer options. 
3.Cut through study-The City has a process for cut through studies: the Neighborhood Traffic Management Program.  The City has an accepted process with thresholds for decision making. It appears you want to do one that quantifies the volume without an overall relevance if this volume is an issue.  It also lets you set the guidance on what is an issue and what is not. TIS would leave out: is there a speeding problem, are there any crashes, any neighborhood issues.  I  IT appears you will be able to state any increase in volume will justify the NBL from Unser to Black Arroyo.  Most likely your project
4.  CoRR Signal maintenance- Traffci Ops re3quirment and CoRR wants signal.  Everyone has their own definition fair.
5. We discussed the corridor from McMahon to Black Arroyo, but the scope has changed.
6.  Predictive crash analysis- you need to commit to suggesting countermeasures.
7. Michigan left-  Tierra West is pushy about getting an access point where there is not to be one per the access manual. I was an option, not a requirement.  You can not study any tyhpe of intersection
