1.      Multiple lots within this subdivision do not have sediment control barriers behind the
curb and gutter. This is allowing the sediment to enter the street and requires cleaning.

2.      Contractors are utilizing the dumpster/ refuse enclosure and leaving sheetrock and
associated construction debris in front of the houses.  Please clean and train  contractors
to use refuse container. 


3.      Golden Seal, Burdock and Buckthorn streets require cleaning.  The sediment/ track out is
excessive and needs mitigation as soon as possible.


4.      Additional sediment BMP control measures are needed –i.e. 6000 Buckthorn – the soil
on the east side of the house pad has imminent potential to erode and necessitates
corrective actions.


 
Please address and mitigate outstanding issues within the next seven days to avoid additional
violations up to fines.  I will conduct a follow up inspection in approximately one week.
