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DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT:

1. The one acre lot is to be developed with a single building with four separate units.

2. Each unit will have a small office area and adjoining open bay with a vehicle access door (one unit will have two vehicle access
doors).

3. Units are anticipated for use by separate entities, such as contractors in the building trades or similar service organizations.
The bay areas will be used for equipment and small stocks of supplies used in daily work. Most work, and the work force, will
be at the building sites where actual installation of the work is done. The work staff at the lot 4 site will normally consist of one
or two at the office, other workers in and out of the shop area to pick up supplies and equipment. Sales of goods from this
area are not anticipated.

4. Adjacent sites (lots 3 and 5) are presently vacant.

5. A variance is requested for the width of the service aisle within the lot. Traffic circulation Into and out of the loi will be by a

single 24 feet wide aisle, adjacent to the 20 feet deep parking stalls. Two-way traffic aisles are required to be 30 feet wide

according to criteria in Chapter 13 of the DPM. Because the traffic density within this development is expected to be light, and
will be mostly vehicles of the local businesses, the 24 feet wide access aisle will be sufficient.
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
