Consequences of proposing a Concession Building in the Mariposa Detention Facility

1. Dale Hoff at FEMA stated we may allow the construction of a building below the Base Flood Elevation (BFE) per technical Bulletin 7.  Dale Hoff would not provide this in writing. 
2. Technical Bulletin 7 states that we may approve a variance by meeting the criteria set forth in 44CFR Section 60.6

3. 44CFR 60.6 states that the Federal Insurance Administrator may review the community’s findings for granting of a variance and if we aren’t exercising sound flood plain management, will take action under 44CFR 59.24.

4. 44CFR 59.24- Suspension of community eligibility
5. 44CFR 59.24 paragraph (b)- If we weren’t exercising sound judgment the following happens:

a. We are notified we are subject to probation.

b. The Federal Insurance Administrator issues a press release to local media explaining the reasons for probation.

c. The Federal Insurance Administration will notify all policyholders in the community of the impending probation and the additional premium that will be charged.

d. We are given 90 days to correct the deficiency-remove the building. 

e. If we don’t correct the deficiency we will be suspended from the program, and flood insurance will not be available through the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP).

6. Flood insurance through independent carriers is approximately 3 times more expensive than through the NFIP.

7. As of 7-31 -12 there are 1,211 NFIP policies in Albuquerque wherein, citizens and business owners currently pay $822,716/year.
8. The Planning Department is willing to work with the applicants with a new location for this building. 
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
