SCOPE:

This plan is in accordance with the Drainage Report for High Desert Subdivisions, prepared for High Desert Investment Corp, prepared by
Bohannan—Huston, Inc. and is also in accordance with the latest Bernalillo County Drainage Ordinance and the latest City of Albuquerque

Drainage Ordinance. The Drainage Plan shown hereon outlines the drainage management criteria for controlling developed runoff on and exiting
the project site. A single family home is proposed on the lot, with associated access, landscaping, and utility improvements.

Presgatly, The site contains approximately 2.58 acres of undeveloped property. The site is bounded~ on the north east by High Desert Place, on
., =="The south by Lot #11A and on the north and west by floodplains.  The site is well vegetated with desert grasses and shrubs. Site topography
slopes from the east to the west. An existing drainage easement is located along the northern and southern portions of the property.

PROPOSED CONDITIONS:

As shown by the Plan, the building is located within the center of the lot within the building envelope. Storm water outside the building
envelope will continue to sheet flow in the same existing manner. Storm water flow inside the building envelope will flow away from the building
to the southwest to existing flow paths via cobble lines swales and to the drainage easement. Access will be taken from High Desert PI.
Supplemental calculations are available upon request.

CALCULATIONS:

The calculations shown hereon define the 100 year/6 hour design storm falling within the project area under existing and developed conditions.
