Based upon the information provided in your submittal received 11-13-12, the above referenced Grading and Drainage Plan is approved for Building Permits with the following comments:

· Correct the elevation at the entrance.

· Sheets C205 and C206, flat grades to be changed to provide positive drainage.

· Sheets C210 and C211, add additional elevations by the patios to assure positive drainage.

This project requires a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit for storm water discharge for disturbing one acre or more and a Topsoil Disturbance Permit for disturbing ¾ of an acre or more.  Please attach a copy of this approved plan to the construction sets prior to sign-off by Hydrology.
