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INTRODUCTION

In February of 1989, Bohannan-Huston, Inc. (BHI) contracted
with The Hahn Company to prepare a design for relocation of
utilities to accommodate expansion of the Goldwater's and Foley's
stores at Coronado Center.

The proposed expansions consist of a 40,000 square feet,
two story addition to the north end of Goldwater's, which will
become a May D & F Store, a 15,000 square feet addition filling
in the existing drive thru on the south end of the old Foley's
store, and the restriping and relandscaping of the parking lots
adjacent to these stores. The expansion footprints, shown on
Figure 1, overlie numerous existing utilities, including the
storm sewer. This report presents the feasibility study for the
relocation of the surface and underground drainage facilities.

HYDROLOGY

0f 1nitial interest are the effects of the expansion on the
site rainfall runoff. Changes in runoff will be addressed
separately for each store, beginning with Foley's.

Foley's Vicinity Hydrology

The existing south end of Foley's 1is an overhang
construction with store floor space in the overhanging second
floor and a drive thru area at the first floor level for customer
drop-off and pick-up beneath the overhang. The 15,000 square feet
expansion of the old Foley's store will convert the drive-thru
area into additional floor space. Therefore, no new roof

construction is planned, and the runoff generated at the site
will not change.

surface runoff passing by the Foley's store was analyzed at
point 'A', located near the southwest corner of the building.
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The contributing watershed and its flow patterns are shown on
Figure 1. The 100-year, six-hour runoff was found to be 2.4
cubic feet per second (cfs). Calculations are presented in the
appendix. Since no change in runoff or surface flow patterns
will result due to the project, the surface drainage facilities
are assumed to be adequate. The existing valley qutter, which
diverts storm runoff around this store to a storm inlet, will not
be unaffected by this expansion. Changes in storm sewer piping
are discussed in the ‘'Future Pipe Routing' section of this
report.

Goldwater's Vicinity Hydrology

In contrast to the Foley's expansion where no additional
footprint 1is planned, the Goldwater's addition extends the
building footprint approximately 100 feet northward. The new
construction will replace one impervious surface--asphalt, with
another--rooftop. The existing surface runoff passing by
Goldwater's was calculated to be 6.9 cfs (see Figure 1, point
'B'), Runoff from the expansion portion is approximately 1.0 cfs.
(Calculations are found in the appendix.) Neither of these peak
discharges will change significantly after construction, as the
Rational Formula 'C' does not change, nor does the contributing
area or time of concentration. Changes to pipe routing and
surface flow paths are discussed in following sections.

SURFACE FLOW PATHS

No change 1in surface flow or roof flow will be made due to
the Foley's expansion. However, the Goldwater's construction
will require redirection of the surface flow directly north of
the store. A small parking lot located just east of Goldwater's
1s drained both by an underground storm sewer and by surface flow
1n the existing street immediately north of Goldwater's. Since
the expansion will require the relocation of this street, the
surface filow from the east parking lot must be redirected



northward and then westward around the expansion area. This new
flow path and its required invert elevations are shown on Fiqure
3. These invert elevations will be obtained either by regrading
the parking lots in the vicinity or by building a small grated
channel to carry the east parking Tot flow.

FUTURE PIPE ROUTING

Various utilities will need to be moved to accommodate
expansion at both the Foley's and Goldwater's stores. While this
report 1s intended to address the storm sewers only, sanitary
sewers must be considered coincidentally with the storm pipes
because conflicts 1in vertical location often arise between the
two systems. The following paragraphs present the proposed
relocation of the storm and sanitary sewers.

Foley's Pipe Routing

Figure 2 shows the existing and proposed locations of the
storm and sanitary sewers at the Foley's site. No change in pipe
si1ze 1is required for the storm drain, as runoff does not
increase, and adequate grade is available to maintain existing
pipe slopes and, thus, pipe capacities. It is assumed that the
existing storm sewer system is properly sized.

Goldwater's Pipe Routing

Figqure 3 shows the existing and proposed locations of the
storm and sanitary sewers at the Goldwater's site. The most cost
effective alternative for relocating the storm sewer is to tie
into existing manholes/inlets on either side of the expansion
area and circumvent the expansion area to the north. Since the
upstream and downstream elevations at the manholes/inlets do not
change and the flow path is longer, the pipe slope will change
from .4% to .2%. Therefore, it will be necessary to upsize the
storm sewer from 24" to 30" to maintain existing flow capacity.
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The pipe upsizing will increase the capacity from the existing
14.3 cfs to 18.8 cfs. As in the previous case with Foley's, it
1s assumed that the existing storm sewer is adequately sized.

CONCLUSION

Drainage impacts due to the planned expansion of the
Foley's and Goldwater's Department Stores will be minimal. No
additional runoff volume or dincrease in peak discharge is
anticipated, as imperviousness does not change, nor do times of
- concentration for the two sites. Rerouting of storm sewers will
be required, and is shown on Figures 2 and 3. Upsizing of the
storm sewer at the Goldwater's site will be needed, while the
Foley's pipe sizes remain unchanged. Minor surface flow
rerouting will be required at the Goldwater's site, as shown on
Figure 3.
