Based on the information provided in your submittal for the above-referenced project, which was
received 3-25-201, the Grading and Drainage plan cannot be approved for Building Permit until the
following comments are addressed:
 


1.      The drainage narrative mentions that the first flush volume will be managed passively by the
landscaped areas. However, the volume needs to be accounted for on site to the best extent
practicable. An option is to raise the grate elevation of the proposed dome grates and shape
those landscaped areas into small ponds (if feasible).


 
a.      Roof flows should be passed through the first flush facility prior to entering the


storm drain system.
