The projected construction will 
be as follows: 



1. Parking Garage will begin in November 2018, with a project duration of 100 days 
2. Parking Lot turn over mid-January. 
3. Hotel Construction will begin at the end of construction for the parking garage (late January 2019) 



with an estimated completion date of early March 2020. 
 
The alley will need to be shut down for approximately 90% of the construction (November 2018 – March
